CHICAGO'S PERIL.

The Skys-Sorapers Likely to Corrode
and Fall,

———

CHICAGO, March 16.—“The
frame work in many of the bulld-
ings In the business distriet bf
is gorroding, making them .
erous, It is only a question of w
years when these bulldings will fall to
the iz

This statement was made by Gener-
al Willlam 8. Bmith, at the Thirty-
Fifth annual dinner of the Chicago
real estate board. He added: ‘‘That
the steel frame work of some of the
skyecrapers is nothing short of a public
outrage.”

The speaker explained that his state-
ments were based on personal obser-
vations and Investigations,

“The steel frame work imbedded in
concrete will last 2,000 years,” he said,
“But the steel frame work In many of
the big bulldings is left frée to the
action of the air and gases which cir«
culate through the space about the
steel. The owners of these structures
have the steel painted with oll, this oil
will withstand the corroding process
about three years, Then begins the
corroding of the steel, and within a few
years our skyscrapers will fall.”

The speaker sald that the elevated
road structure would not withstand the
corrosion. He asserted that within ten
years they will be dangerous and in 20
years out of service. The corrosion of
one-fifth of the thickness of the steel
frame works of the structures, he said,
will render them incapable of bearing
their own weight,

For the Beneflt of Americans Who
Visit London.

LONDON, March 16.—The report that
Americans will shortly have a Landon
club equal in exclusiveness and prom-
inence to any of the leading c¢lubs in
the United States is confirmed. An
influential Anglo-American committee
was formed this week for the purpose
of arranging all the detalls and gets
ting the organization prior to the
coronation of King BEdward. Among
the committeemen are Lords Kintore,
Suffield, Craven and Marcus Beresford,
Mafor General Sir Reginald Pole Car-
ew, Anthony Drexel and Reginal
Ward, Other prominent men, both
British and American, are expected to
join the organization in the near fu-
ture. The club’s name will be the Co-
lumbia, and its quarters will be in a
large bullding now occupled by the
Hvondale hotel, Pigcadilly, near 8t.
James street. 'The object is to afford
Americans, who are now barred by
their nationality from several leading
London clubs, a social headquarters in
the British capital such as they havé
at home. Ladies will be allowed the
privilege of admisslon to certain rooms,
including the reading room, which will
be catered in . a style similar to Lon-
don's best known restaurants, When
started, this will be the most expensive
club in England, .the, entrance fee,

FORMER BRITISH M. P.

The envoys arrived in Chicago from
Washington yesterday.’ Dr. Clark re-
ported here Thursday. Dr. Clark’s vis-
it and the motive therefore, according
to the Inter-Ocean, is veiled in mystery
and it also alleges that it was against
his wishes that his presence in the city
at this time became known to anyone
outside of the officers of the Transvaal
league.

Dr. Clark is known to be one of the
strongest opponents the English war
party has today. Until two months
ago he left no stone unturned in the
house of commons in his efforts to have
the war brought to a close. He Is now
one of the acknowledged leaders of the
peace party in England. In his opin-
ion the Boers should receive liberty.
His mission to this country, it is sald,
has been kept a secret and none of the
Boer envoys or Transvaal league of-
ficials will say much of it.
