Woodstock, June 10—C. A, Lewin
presided at one of the largest meet-
ings within the memory of the pro-
verblal oldest inbabitant at HEnton
tonight. Hon. H. F. McLeod and
Donald Munro were the speakers and
the impression created is only one of
the influences in this section of the
county which will help to pile up a
record vote for the Flemming govern-
ment on the twentieth.

The speakers were at their best,
and as they enumerated the improve
ment, effected under the wise admin
istration of the present local govern-
ment, how the roads had been rephir-
ed until they were the equal of any
to be found anywhere, how in accord
ance with their pre-election pledges
the government had secured a consid
erable decrease in the cost of school
books, how the working man had
been protected, and finally how honest
and careful expenditure and collec
tion of the public revenue had sup-
planted the lax and dishonest meth
ods of the old government, the en
thusiasm of the audience at times
seemed almost sufficient to raise the
roof.

That Carleton county will vote
practically umanimously for the return
of the government to office is a fore-
gone conclusion, and that this sec-
tion of the county will be in line to
do its quota of the work is equally
certain.

When Westmorland
Kicked Dr. lewis was
Induced to Runm, but
Fight Lacks Enthusiasm
--- Opposition Sorely
Disappointed.

Albert, Albert County, June 10.—
The government workers in this
county are in a position to send in
the best kind of good news regarding
the outlook here for the return of
the governmment candidates on the
20th of the month, The ticket that
has been put up by the opposition is
in many ways for newspaper purpos-
es only, and the greatest part of their
fighting is being done for them
through the columns of the opposition
press, These papers have not a shred
of evidence on which to base their
predictions that the opposition can-
didates in this county will be victor-
jous. As a matter of fact the outlook
here was so disappointing from an
opposition standpoint that Mr. Osman,
the hero of many a fight here, refus-
ed to be drawn into the campaign
this time, and plainly told the party
managers so. As this sort of state-
ment would look very bad if allowed
to go to the public, the story was con-
cocted that Mr. Osman’'s business ln-
terests kept him out of the fight.
Had it not been for that he would
have been tickled to death to carry
the standard of Mr. Copp to “victory™
and 80 on ad nauseam,

in their extremity the opposition
“et upon no less a personage than
the doughty Mr. Copp as their stand
ard bearer. There was a very grave
doubt about his chances in Westmor
land, even at that early stage in the
game, and it was thought better to
give him another chance for his po-
litical life. Comnsequently Mr. Copp
was nominated. Then came a wail
from Westmorland to the effect that
the naming of Mr. Copp in Albert
was playing havoe with the already
disorganized party in Mr. Emmer-
son’s county, and that win or lose he
must stick to the ship. This seitled
Copp, and Dr. Lewis was chosen to
fill the gap.

Buctouche, June 10.—Fine meetings
were held at St. Pauls and St. Marys
yesterday. Large crowds were present
at both meetings, Great enthusiasm
was manifest. Anselme D, LeBlanc was
chairman at St. Pauls and Coun. Max-
ime J. O. LeBlane, chairman at St
Marys. Eloquent speeches were de-
livered by Hon. D. V. Landry, Col.
Sheridan and Dr. Bourque. The finest
bridges in the whole province are to
be found in St. Marys and St. Pauls,
golid stone  structures, permanent
bridges, built at a cost provided out
of ordinary revenue,

J. Robidoux M. P, called upon, also
spoke at St. Marys, He referred to
the oyster fisheries and showed that
it was the policy of the old gov ernment
to lease the oyster beds, He produced
the printed form of the leage prepared
by the old government, He was op-
posed to the leasing of the oyster beds
and the bill passed at the last session
provided for better safeguards for
the rights of fishermen.

Telegraph i8 expressing a good deal
of satisfaction in the fact that in
some of the county constituencies
the opposition have been enabled to
get farmers on their ticket, and has
said many complimentary things
about those engaged in  agri
cultural pursanits.

There can be no question that the
country's interests would be better
gerved if the representation of farm-
ers i the legislature greatly excead-
ed in numbers that of past years, and
were numerically as strong in propor
tion to the section of the population
engaged in agricultural pursuits as
is the representation accorded to the
professions and other occupations.
This would be along the lines sug-
gested by the Farmers' and Dairy-
men’s Assoclation at their meeting
at Fredericton last winter. The
farmers are very glad that the pub-
lic men of the province realize that
successful agriculture and up-to-date
methods in the cultivation of the soil
and in the growing of the various
forms of crops and fruits lead to bet-
terfment of all classes of society.

If the résults of the elections should
prove that a larger representation
has been drawn from the farmers
than usual, it is good to know that
this inovation will have the kindly
assistance and support of the Tele
graph.

If, however, the Telegraph had its
way in the elections, and Mr. Copp
were made .premier, the advantage
would be largely dispelled. Mr. Copp
is not a farmer, nor does he belong
to or sympathize with the class of
people who are adding to the wealth
and prosperity of the province by
their daily labor. He is not expected
to make two blades of grass grow
where one grew before. And while
every respect is due and is paid to
his profession he should not feel bad
ly if the farmers decide to retain as
premier a gentleman who has given
the best possible evidence of his
purpose and desire to assist in every
possible way the greater development
of agricultural possibilities and the
