Washington, June 23.—Democratic 
senators opposed to free sugar enlfv- 
ened the senatorial caucus late today, 
and began their final effort to change 
the schedule before the tariff bill 
reaches the senate for general debate.

Until sugar was reached the caucus 

Not a 
change was made iq the report of the 
majority members of the Finance 
committee on the wood and wooden 
manufactures’ schedule.

In the metal schedule there 
four votes taken on committee amend­
ments and in each case the commit­
tee was sustained.
