er measure of industrial democracy,
which wag to say that the workingmen
felt that, through some means of o.
ganized effort, they should have some
niéasure of voice in the control and
conduct of industries. This view was
largely born of the fact that, whereas
in days gomne by the vast majority of
employers were proprietors of thelr
industries, and a measure of co-opera-
tio~ and loyalty existed between em-
ployers and employees, today they are
confronted by a system which, by vir-
tue of vast centralizations of capital,
wade contact between workingmen
and their employers impossible, thus
rendering co-operation between, and
loyalty to one another extremely diffi-
cult. The result is that the ‘employees
are compelled to organize and to strive
for fair conditions under which to give
their labor; and this, in turn, brings
difficulties, disputes and more fre-

quent strikes.
Twelve years ago Canada, in an ef-
fort to meet these new conditions, in-

sugurated what was known as the
“Lemieux Act,” This legislation prov-
ed to be wise and beneficial, but he
submitted it does not meet the new
conditions confronting them. Thn
government today feels that what is
required is mot so much the settlement
of disputes and strikes, but their pre-
vention before they occur.

The policy of the labor department
is to work in this direction and with
this end in view it had secured last
year a conference of labor and capital,
and this conference, meeting together,
surveying all the difficulties, has ac-
cepted twalve principles upon which
employers ang employees could agree.
From that beginning there had grown
a condition under which the guvern-
went had been receiving a splendid
measure of support from both capital
and labor, and out of it also there has
come a very wide acceptance of the
‘Whitley and Rockefeller plans for in.
dustrial councils, which mean the
giving to lakor of a voice in the con-
trol and management of industries.

REASSURING NEWS
REACHES PARIS FROM
GERMAN-AUSTRIA

France Sends Special Mission
to Vienna to Get Details—
Bolshevik Movement Re-

ported as Unsuccessful.

Paris, April 2—(French wireless
service)—Henri Alliso, ' the French
minister on a special mission to Vi-
enna, arrived in the Austrian capital
Sunday according to advices fromi Vi-
enna. He immediately got in touch
with officials of the Austrian guvern-
ment.

M. Noulens, one of the French mcm-
bers of the inter-Allied mission to Po-
land, is expected in Vienna about the
middle of .the week in company with
Premier Paderewski of Poland, who
is going to Paris.

Reports received by the French for-
eign office are to the effect that the
Bolshevik movement in German-Aus-
tria has, as a general thing, been un-
successful. The railroad strike at
Vienna was ended after a few hours
and the insurrection which started at
Gratz has been put down.

Reassuring reporis from Hungary
have also been received by the French
authorities, and officials now believe
that it will be possible to resume dip-
lomatic relations-with Hungary soon.
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MAKES PLEA FOR
RESERVISTS’ WIDOWS

Sir Herbert Ames Tells Pen-
sions Committee Some Pro-
vision Should be Made for

Their Assistance.

Ottawa, April 2.—S8ir Herbert
Ames stated to the Pensions Com-
mittee of Parliament today that the
Canadian patriotic fund had kbetween
eight and nine million dollars on hand.
The present expenditure ig $750,000
per month which is decreasing month-
ly by about ten per cent.

Prevailing Opinion That Hun-
garian Revolution Will As-
sist Germany in Obtain-
ing Moderate Terms.

If Terms Are Too Onerous
Germany Plans to Sit Tight
and Leave Peace Confer-
ence to Take Its Own
Course, -

Berlin, April 2—The public contin-
ues to show feverish interest in the
peace settlement and the questions
connected with it, like frontier chan-'
ges. It is the prevailing opinion here
that the Hungarian revolution will as-
sist Germany in obtaining what the
Germans regard as moderate terms.
The threat that the government shduld
refuse to sign terms which Gernrany
is unable to meet or would be able to
meet only through years of economic
servitude is reiterated in various quar-
ters. It is urged that in event of on-
erous terms Germany will merely
adopt a passive attitude, leaving- the
Paris conference to ‘adopt its own
measures. That this is seriously con-
templated appears to be certain.

In the meanwhile the appeal to Pre-
sident Wilson grows louder, as he has
the suppert of Premier Liloyd George
and ig . resjsting. tbe. assignmeat -of
Danzig to Poland, as is asserted here.
It is predicted ‘that the attempt of
the Poies to occupy the Province of
West Prussia would spontaneously re-
sult in a local war there through the
rising of the German population inde-
pendently of what the government
might do.

President Wilson’s ostensible efforts
to moderate the French and British
demands are considered as the reason
for the depreciation of Englsh and
French exchange in New York. At a
meeting at the Berlin Hypothoken
bank today, the chairman ot the board,
Herr Liefiman, of Dusseldorf, stated
that in the depreciation of the Bri-
tish and French exchange America is
seeking to emphasize Mr. Wilson's
peace ideas and curb the strong an-
nexationist demands that France is
making at the conference.

The Berliner Tageblatt also prints
a huge dispatch to the effect that
Dutch financiers say that the refusal
of New York to prolong French cre-
dit is intended as a political warning’
to France. The work of the peace
conference continues to be attacked.
In connection with the Hungarian
revolution, the Frankfurter Zeitung,
which generally speaks in terms of
moderation, now writes:

“The conference while using lying
phrases about democracy and a peace
of justice is empleying the infamous
methods of Metternich and Talley-
rand and is trying to carve up peoples;
quite in the style of the Holy Alliance,
The course parsued by the Entente in
Hungary has given an enormous im-
petus to Lenine’s and Trotzky's plms
for pushing Bolshevism into the C
tral melres and thence into WGst-
ern Europe.”
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POLAND WITH THE UKRAINE
IS THE KEY TO RUSSIA

A Returning Traveller is Convinced That the Mere Supply-
ing of Food Will Not Nip Bolshevism in the Bud Any-
where—There is Plenty of Food in Ukrania, But Bolshe-

vism Has the Upper Hand.

Vienna, Tuesday, April 1, (By the
Associated Press)—That Poland with
Ukraine is the key to Russia, is the
conviction of the Asosciated Press
correspondent who has just travelled
through the two countries.

During the couree of the journey
the correspondent interviewed dozens
of persons who for months have been
watching the development of events
leading to outbreaks like that at Buda-
pest, and was impressed: with the fact
that the mere supplying of food would
not nip Bolshevism in the bud any-
where,

There is plenty of food in Ukraine,
but Bolshevism has got the upper
hand through the expenditure of
money from Moscow by agitation and
by buying troops.

‘It is important to understand that
there is really a national movement
in Ukraine. Unfortunately, the

Poles, who might naturally be expect-
ed to co-operate with the Ukrain-
fans, describe the latter people as
being led by a group of adventurers,
particularly as regards the oil fields of
Galicia.

The con'asponden!. apparently, was
the firgt person looking for unbiased
information to visit the West Ukraine
government and also Russian Ukraine.
The country certainly does not ap-
pear to be led by or peopled with ad-
venturers, but by those anxious to se-
cure independence as a nation. Pre-
mier Ostapincho said:

“The. Allies suspect that we will
join with Russia. This we will nev-
er do. We have got enough sense to
understand that the Russians, includ-
ing Tolstol are 'all fools, Nothing
good ever came out of Russia or ever
will, politically or socially. The Bs!-
shevik are fools, too. . Whereas, we
are more European.”

Sensburg Crowds

Copenhagen, April 2.—According
to the Berlin “Lokal Anzeiger's”
Konegsberg correspondent, there
were several hours of fighting with
machine guns and hand grenades
between govignment troops and
disorderly elements in Sensberg,
of an attack on officers, who were
roughly handled and threatened
with death. Many persons were
wounded in the fighting and a
state of siege ‘has been proclaime
ed in Sensburg.

DAYLIGHT SAVING
CONSIDERED BY
THE SENATE

Senator Beaubien Said it Was
in the Interests and for the
Benefit of All the People.

Ottawa, April 2——1In the senate to-
day, a bill introduced by Senator Beau-
bien entitled, “an act to provide for
the time in Canada being in advance
of the accepted standard time during
the summer months”—in other words
a measure of daylight saving—egot a
second reading.

Senator Beaubien, speaking in sup-
port of his bill, said that daylght sav-
ing was in the interest and for the
benefit of all the people, that it was a
great economy in public health, that it
saved hundreds ‘of millions of tons of
coal- and-that the farmers should not
be permitted- to' withhold such a boon
from the people.

Senator Murphy, who followed, said
that in the Maritme Provinces nine-
ty-nine per cent. of the people favored
daylight saving.

The bill, being read a second time,
stands for consideration in committee
on Thursday.
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JAPANESE HIGH
HANDED IN KOREA

Arrest Thirty Signers of Ko-
rean Proclamation of Inde-
pendence, Including Liter-
ary Men and Churchmen.

San Francisco, April 2-—A copy of
the Korean preclamation of independ-
ence, brought to America by V. S.
McClatchy, editor of the “Sacramento
Bee,” showed that it was signed by
thirty-three men, all of whom later
were arrested.

The signers of the proclamation are
all men of influence in Korea. The
men include Buddhist leaders, liter-
ary men and leaders in the Presby-
terian, Methodist, Episcopalian and
Roman Catholic churches.

The Japanese searched persons on
the streef, the night the proclamation
was first distributed, including some
of the Americans, in an effort to find
and selze all copies of it.

TCHITCHERIN DENIES SENDING
FAMOUS WIRELESS MESSAGE

Claims That the Wireless Dealing With the Alleged Spread
of Bolshevism in United States Was a French Invention
for the Purpose of Preventmg America Adopting a Mod-

erate Policy.

Paris, April 2—(By The Associated
Press).—The wireless correspondence
which has been going on for some
time between Tchitcherin, the Rus-
slan Bolshevik foreign minister and
Bela Kun, foreign minister of the new
Hungarian government, today devel-
oped’ a denial from Tchitcherin
of a recent communication picked up
by the ‘French government wireless
operators, and made public by the
French government. This message
was sent last Saturday ang dealt with
the alleged spread of Bolshevism ' in
the United States, especially in Penn-

sylvania, New York, Indiana, Illinois
and Michigan. It yeferred also to a
riot in Philadelphia, which the mes-
sage said: “Must be attributed to
Bolshevist influence.”

In his message, today, Tchitcherin
refers to the Saturday despatch as
having been published in the United
States.

“In reality,” says Tchitcherin, “I
never sent you such a message. It
was a French invention for the pur-
pose of preventing America from
adopting 2 moderate policy toward
us. The invention merits: being un-
veiled beforg the entire world.”

GERMANY ARE
GROWING WORSE

Counter Strikes in Stuttgart
Resulted in Street Fights in
Which Three Were Killed
and Many Injured!

‘METAL INDUSTRY OF
BERLIN CRIPPLED

All Labor Forces Striking or
Threatening to Strike as a
Result of Agjtation Carried
on by Spartacans.

Stuttgart , Tuesday, April 1—(By
the Associated Press.)—Proclamation
of a general strike of working people
throughout Wurttemburg today was
met by & counter-strike on the part
of the Bourgeoisie. Street fights d2«
veoped in the afternoon and three per-
sons are believed to have been killed,
while many were injured.

The wcasuplties occurred when a
column of strikers, holding a demon-
stration for their demands, met &
large detachment of Government
troops with machine guns and armor-
ed cars. The troops insisted that the
strik disperse. The strikerg refui-
ed and adopted a threatening attitude.
After several warning shots, the
troops fired. There some brif
hand<o-hand fighting, after which tho
demonstrators were driven off, and
order restored for the time being.
Stuttgert, however, is growing
Stuttgart, howev: s growing ne
have been shut off and the food s
tion is serious.

Although the demands of the striks
ers are ostensibly for the removal of
martial law, the release political
prisoners and new elections for Soll-
lérg and Workmen's Councils, it is be-
lieved, in Government ci that
they are working systematically uu-
der the surface to bring about the
downfall of the Government, by which
they hope to endanger the National
Government. is claimed that is
intended that t rike here shall
spread all over Germany.
