Wao preach not for onr
own bendfit or emelumont, or to dicplay
our abilitics, but with a dvep senze of the
pent and worth of roula, and fnmpltmq
oureolves in our lovo for them and in aur
ansiety for their salvation; we carnestly
proach Christ Jesus the Lord and him
srcifiod as the only way under heaven
given among mon whereby they can be
sovod.

Hero, then, are the two olements ersens
{ial to & true ministry of the gospol—an
jutenso love and sympnthy for men suflor-
jng from the malady of sin, n.n_d‘a perfect
faith in  Chriat as the all sufliciont aund
only Savionr from sin. That preaching
which combines these two cloments will
have definitoness of purpose—the ono and
only proper aim of saving nmgor[M eouls.

Such n preacher kuows his burinecs,
knows precicely what ho is aiming at, and
compols his hearers to kuow and feol it too.
They coo that he has the * burden of
goule.” They know that e is ntensely
jaterested in themsolves ; that ho is intent
upon saving their souls. They frel his
grasp upon them, to pluck them as brauds
from thoe burning ; not tho grasp of logic:
thoy can evado that by countor argumonts,
nor the powoer of graceful and cloquont
utterance, but tho grasp of & mighty hu.
man and divine sympathy upon their
hearte, accompanied by tho influence of
the Holy Ghost upon their cousciences.
for such ginglences of aim and passionate
yearning to help and save wen aro usually
attended and rendercd eofficient by the
power of the spirit. Mon can “gmilo at
tho artifices of rhotoric, and be pleased
with displays of eloquence, Thoy can sit
unmoved under sormons intended by the

reacher to raise their ostimato of himsen."”

What ia the duty, which, if negleoted, will
Lo fullowed by the moast dieastrous couca-
quences 2 It is a duty, to which, perhape,
but httlo attonticn has been prid—wlich
has often boon pressed homo on the heart
and consoience, lcaving there only a senso
of gumit and shame. It is the duty of
miviog the heatt to God sud deveting onr-
solvea to Lis sexvice. How long would it
tako to porformn it 2 What, then, becomes
of this excuse, that they have no timo to
bo religious, which is so .ofton mado by
persons who seomn to think thoy are exon-
erated from tho performance of all thoir
religious duties, by having so much world-
Iv business to attond ta? Did praying to
God in secrot, or in public either, ovor
hisder any man from being diligent and
industrious, whon engaged with his
worldly affairs? It would have just the
contrary effect, 'Fo pray well, isto study
woll, 8o we old preachers used to say ; and
why may wo not tuko it for grantod that,
to pray ferveutly fur tho bleasing of God,
would only take us work the tnore dili-
gontly, nover mind in what ocoupation wo
might be engaged.

But not to pray at all ; not to lot God
hiave any pinco in our thoughts; not to re-
membor that tho chiof oud of man is to
glorify God and enjoy him for evor—that
would bo to live as tho heathen do; and
vot, how many i tkis Christian laz2 live
without God and without hope in the
world, because they havo not time to be
be religious? Stravgo delusion! Do
thoy not know how uncertnin is life?
How near they are to the world beyond
the grave? What if doath abould come
upon themn at an unexpectod moment,
whon they Liad no time to repont and pro-
pare to appear bofore God inthe judgmnent ?

Strange, however, as is this delusion,
that wen have no time to bo religious, it
undoubtedly has great inflaonce upon all
classes in the community. Poople have
gotten it into their hoads, that tho first
and most important daty of evory maa is,
to mako money—to get ricl, if ho can;
but ot all ovonts, to provido for himself
aud hig family, nover mind what elso may
bo neglected. Now, that is wrong, It
diaplaces tho order of things. It puts the
cart beforo the hovse. We wnust first seek
tho favor of God. Without it nothing cqu
procper ; and, if it could, what amount of
wenlth or worldly honor wonld compensate
a man for failing to attond to the duties of
roligion? How many, on their death-
beds, have bitterly lamented their waste
of preciond timo in pursuit of tho vanitics
of lifo 2 They were so busy, so complstely
occupicd with thoir schomes of pleasuro or
profit, that thoy had no timoe to lay up
troasure in heaven. What an excuse is
that for any rational mau to make! Yet
thousands make it, and awaken to a sense
of their folly whoen it is too lato to seck ad-
mittauco into the kingdotn of heaven.
