CoMPARIsON wITH UNITED STATES WoOODS.

In the tables of weight, strength, &c., of woods in the United States census returns
of 1880, there are no Canadian specimens among the hardwoods tested, so that no com-
parisons can be made between the woods in the two countries.

As regards the coniferous trees, in the case of many species and among them the
most important, tests of Canadian specimens have been given with those of the United
States to make up the averages. In the preceding tables, these combined averages
have been given, but in the following table the averages have been calculated separately
for the two countries, so as to allow of comparison.

The following table gives the specific gravity of some of the principal coniferous
woods of Canada and the United States, the averages for the two countries being given
separately :—

It appears that on the Atlantic side of the continent the woods of the tamarack,
black spruce, banksian pine, red pine, white pine and white cedar were found to be
lighter in the Canadian than the United States specimens ; the Canadian white spruce
and hemlock were heavier. On the Pacific coast, the Canadian Douglas fir and Western
white spruce were lighter, and the Canadian white mountain pine heavier, than the
TUnited States woods. In the case of the yellow cypress, all the United States speci-
mens were from Alaska, and they were lighter than the Canadian.

The following table gives the coefficient of elasticity, kilograms on millimeters, of
the same woods as above for the two countries:
