shall not affect the exorcise of any such power, authority or function
by OuIr said Governor-General in personl.

VII. And We do heroby declare Our pleasure to be that, in the Succession te
event of the death, incapacity, removal, or absence of Our said the Govern-
Governor-General out of Our said Dominion, all and every the powers Ment.
and authorities herein granted to bim shall, until Our further plea-
sure i8 signified therein, be vested in such person as may bo appointed
by Us under Our Sign-Manual and Signet to be Our Lieutenant-
Governor of Our said Dominion; or if there shall be no such Lieu-
tenant-Governor in Our said Dominion, then in snch person or per-
n0ns as may be appointed by Us under Our Sign-Manual and Signet to
administer the Government of the same; and in case there shall be

0no pOrson or persons within Our said Dominion so appointed by Us,
thon in the Senior Offleer for tho time being in command of Our
regular troops in Our said Dominion: Provided that no such powors Proviso.
