The meeting, called by the Brit
ish- National Union of Students to
urge western nations to join the
ISU and fight for their views with-
in that organization, was boycotted
and denounced by the IUS, whose
president, Joseph Grohman, attack-

ed it in cables to most of the dele-!

gates as a “danger to student uni-

Most western nations are not a:
the moment members of 1US, which
is dominated by students from com-
munist countries. The
States walked out in 1947, follow-
ing the communist coup in Czecho
slovakia. IUS at that time did not
present what the Americna Natioa
al Students Association felt was a
sincere and honest derunciation ¢
the treatment accorded Czech stu
dents and professors.

In the last two years many west-
errn nations have walked out of
IUS, maintaining that they cannot
de any effective international work
in the organization because of its
communist elements. The National

Last December, a special meet-

ing of the SRC voted $50 to send
Ritchie Love, president of Nfcus,
to the British Conference. UNB
was one of four Canadian U’'s to
support sending Love as dele-
gate. The majority of 20 universi-
ties voted against the idea. As
a result Rhodes scholar, Gwynne-
Timothy, former NFCUS prexy
from Univ. of Toronto, was nam-
ed Canada's delegate.

| A large majority of the unions
indicated they not only disapproved
of the IUS but are so opposea to
the present set-up and so sceptical
of the possibility of reforming it
hat they will not join until there

changes in TUS policy. Many who
| expressed this view said it did not
| mean they will not co-operate with
(IUS where possible, and several,
Denmark, Norway, Sweden, Hol-
land, Australia and New Zealand,
said they will be sending observers
‘o the World Student Congress to
I be held in Europe in 1950. To date
| Canadians have not indicated
whether they will attend the 1950
| Congress or not.

{ The Canadian delegate, Gordon
Swynne-Timothy, former president
of NFCUS and of the Toronto Stu-
dents’ Administrative Council, urg-
ed the need for greater emphasis
on practical activities. “There is a
crying need for co-operation on
nractical measures . . . I snggest
to you that it is in working in and
for such practical problems that
students can find the understand-
ing which must be the basis for
an enduring peace. Emphasis on
pelitical  philosophies can only
serve—as [US has amply shown
to bring greater emphasis on all
our differences, 1 wmphasis on com-
mon practical pruslems will serve
to emphasize those things which
we have in common.
