Anonymous tests

HALIFAX {CUP) — The Nova Scotia Persons With AIDS Coalition
will begin anonymous testing for the human immuno- -deficiency virus
Hl\ or AIDS virus) in November.

“There’s a number of people, probably at very high risk, whowould
like 1o be tested but simply will not run the risk of being tested if that
risk involves being exposed in any way,” coalition chair Perer Wood
said last week.

People will be given a number to serve as their only means of
identificarion throughout the testing.

Blood samples must be sent out of the province for analysis because
of the provineial government’s opposition 10 anonymous (esting.

The Nova Scotia government requires doctors to report the names of
any HIV-positive patient to the Department of Health. The coalition
has been trying to get the government (o change this policy.

“Most peaple who want to be tested probably believe they are at high
risk, and it's important thar these people who test negative modify
their behaviour so they don't find themsélves back i six monrhs
looking for the same test,” Wood said.

“It is hoped rhat anonymous AIDS testing will encourage more
individuals to be tested and this could help reduce the number of cases
of AIDS.”

The coalition says 44 people have died of AIDS in Nova Scotiasince
1084. Nineteen of these deaths have been in the past year.

Wood prediced the number of people inflicted with HIV 10 imcrease
grearly in the near future, and many of these cases are expec ted 1o be in
the heterosexual population. :
