RAINY LAKE WATER LEVELS

CANADA-UNITED STATES CONVENTION OF SEPTEM-
BER 15, 1938—=EMERGENCY CONTROL BY
INTERNATIONAL JOINT COMMISSION

Right Hon. W. L. MACKENZIE KING
(Prime Minister) moved for leave to intro-
duce Bill No. 72, to carry into effect the pro-
visions of the convention of 15th September,
1938, providing for emergency regulation of the
level of Rainy lake and of the level of other
boundary waters in the Rainy Lake water-
shed.

He said: Mr. Speaker, some little time ago
the International Joint Commission recom-
mended that an agreement should be entered
into between Canada and the United States
to regulate the water levels in the Rainy
Lake area in cases of emergency. The agree-
ment was reached in September of last year.
The bill is designed to give effect to the con-
vention then signed. The convention itself is
printed as an appendix to the bill.

Motion agreed to and bill read the first time.

the year 1940 but' all interest to be paid up
not later than December 31, 1945,

Consumable stores on board to be taken
over by the purchaser at current market
prices at Halifax,

The ship is to be transferred to the pur-
chaser free from all encumbrances and on
the delivery of the bill of sale to the pur-
chaser, the purchaser is to give security to
the vendor in the form of a mortgage in
appropriate terms which will include the un-
conditional guarantee of the Clarke Steam-
ship Company. On payment of the amount
of $500,000 and interest, if any, in accordance
with the above, or earlier, at the purchaser’s
option, the mortgage is to be discharged.
