The church is cruciform,
of thy style of architecture, its
dimensions are 132 X 45, The ormamen-

His
Lovdship then proceeded to administer the
Sacrament of Confirmation, during which
he was assisted by the Very Rev. Pastor and
Fathers West and Moran,  During the
cercmony the choir  (which, by the way,
gave evidence of efficient training) under
the divection of Miss Agnes Downey, who
presided at the organ, sang some very fine
pieces of sacred music.

REPORTED MURDER,

Dwring the past few days rumors have
been rife in Blanshard and part of the ad
that a farmer
living south of Woodham had murdered a
man and coneealed the hody of the vietim
in the wood The story of the crime,
according to the St. Mary’s “Journal, ap
pears to have been fivst related by a young
Loy, a son of the alleged murderer, who
told his play-fellows at school the terribl
details of the fiendidh crime. The lad’s
story briefly is this: That a short time
since a man with a long black heard fall-
ing down to his breast came to his father’s
barn in the evening, that his father shot

him and vobbed him of a silver watch
and what money the vietim had on lis
person. He then asked his wife to assist

him in conveying the body to the woods
for concealment, and upon her refusal
the gitl helped him to do so. The body
was afterwards, it i< said, placed in a log
pile and burned.  The people who live
in the neighborhood of the place where
the murder said to have been  com-
mitted, state that on the night of the
alleged murder they heard a shot fired,
and this circumstance to  some extent
corroburates the Jlad’s  story Another
cirenmstance ix that it 15 said
not been permitted to go
about ince he made the startling rvevela
tions of the supposed muorder. Whether
there ha murder done or not of
course isal present amatter of conjecture,
but the authoritics <hould at once take
such steps as will clear up the mystery.
There has been a strong feeling among the
people in the vicinity of the place where
the crime i« stated  to have been  per-
