After a moments
pause, our esteemed father Shensiene stood up
in his place within the communion—and with
considerable emetion referred to his forty years
of toil, in conmection with our Ministry—to his
great and abiding love for the brethren, and for
Methodism, and at last to his declining strengtb,
aond what be felt to be his physical incompetence
to take charge of another circuit. While be
thus spske, every eye was directed toward him,
and every ear listened. We all felt, that we
loved tather Shentone very deeply, and when he
ceased to spesk, something of regret, and sor-
row, settled upon our hearts. . Some of the
brethren best acquainted with bim, bore honout-
able testimony to his purity, his fidelity —in one
word—to his unblameable comversation, snd
manner of life. At the request of tbe Chair
miuute embodying the feeling, and sense of the
weeting was prepered, a copy of which was in-
scribed in the District Journal, and another copy
written on vellum, was presented to father
Shenstone.

Our Religious Reports this year, were gene-
rally of a somewhat sorrowful tome. In many
instances the deep poverty of our people, has
proved inimical to their moral and spiritual weal.
In some cases want of clothing has been follow-
ed, by forsaking the ‘‘ means of grace,” and
then prevarication and other evils have followed
in the wake. B8till we thank God, maay of our
distressed members, have stood firm, beneath a
frowning Providence, and amid the surging bil-
lows of fierce temptation ; and not & few bave
proved the sterling character of their religion,
by * rejoicing in tribulation also.” What is
best of all, we are still able to say—* Our peo-
ple die well.” Many during the year, from dif-
ferent parts of our District, bave fallen in the
embattied ranks, snd joined the disembodied
saints who are awaiting the full and final mani-
festation of Christ’s glorious Kingdom. Our
¢ gpiritual state ” therefore, while in some in-
stances it calls for sorrow, yet on the whole is
hopeful and cheering.

The pressure of the times has had an influ-
ence on our finances. Many of the Circuits re-
port heavy deficiencies. A degree of auxiety,
was seen on the face of many of eur brethren,
while this important branch of our business was
under consideration. It is feared, that solely
on this acoount, we shall bave to contract our
operations. Any one acquainted with the spi-
ritual condition of Newfoundland, knows, that
it can ill spare enue, from its present staff of
Meothodist Missionaries. In the “out-ports”

Io tbis comnection we
ougkt to etate—that ap interesting conversation
arose, in which father Shenstone, and brethren
Princc, Phinney, Dove and otbers tock part,
with reference to a * Bunday School Uaior,”
for the whole District. There were felt to be
difficulties in the way, and 1t was resoived to
bold the subject in abeyance, for further consul-
tation. The meeting highly approved of the
spirit of earnest godly care, with which the beart
of the leadicg friends in the ‘Union movement
are prompted.

Oar Day School operations passed under re-
view. We still feel as a District, that we are
bound to give attention to the education of our
children. We have many dissdvantages to
grapple with. But we are endesvoring steadily
to raise the mental caaracter of our Teachers,
and thus improve the intellectual life of coming
generations. As years advance, we feel with
increasing force, the great benefiis sccruing to
the District, from the “ Wesleyan Academy,’
in St. John’s. Most of the Teachers sent forit
from this Iastitution within the last eight years,
are doicg their work well—exerting a saiutary
influence on the diffsrent communities, in which
:hey are stationed, and thus reflecting grest
honour oo the training they received under Pro-
fessor Reid, A.M.—the esteemed Principal of
the Academy. Boys who have left this scbool
for Taunton, and otker of our home lastitutions,
have won an excellent character ;—some of them
stand nobly at the bead, in all their classes, and
bid fair for reaching a very distinguished place
&8 scholars. This ope little fact tells its own
tale.

The Examination of our young brethren this
year, was very satisfactory. Taey acquitted
themselves well. During the examiration, one
or two preguant questions were ralsed by mem-
bers of the Board—and permission being granted
from the Chair—what proved to be a lively, and
intereating discussion enmsued. The brethren
Crauford, Pike, and Howie, were unsnimously
recommendced to the Conference, for admission
into full cornexion, and ordination. The other
junior bretbren were very cordially rzcommend-
ed—according to theirstanding—to be centinued
on trial.

The St. Johu’s pulpit was occupied on the 24:h
inst.,, by Rev. J. 8. Peach, Chairman, in the
morning, and by Rev. W. E. Shenstone in the
evenicg. The text expounded ard applied in
a very cffcctive manner by the chairman, was
* Holding fortb the word of life.”” Brother 8."»
subject—was * Christ’s ene offering, its supe-
riority to the offerings of the cersmonial law,”
&e. Both sermons were well adapted to the
occasion,—both were rich in evangelical senti-
ment,—both were attended with a gracious unc-
tion—and both were listened to with the deepest
attention. Ia these days, when old superstitions
and errors are being revived—when the world
socielly and religivusly, appears to be trembling
upon the crater of some threatenisg volcano—
when the forgetful sons of the martyred cham-
pions of the Reformation are * teaching for
doctriner, the commandments of men "—it is a
matter of devoutest joy, that from the pulpits f
our church, the trumpet stiil gives a certein
soucd. The old doctrines are still enucnciated,
and the old paths are still enquired for. On the
afternoon of the day, we bed un interesting ser-
vicé, in conmection with the St. Jobn’s Sunday
Scaool. Appropriste addresses were given by
bretbren Goodison, Ladner, Pike, and others ;
and any one occupying the seat of an observer,
muet bave a very phlegmatic, and unhappy na-
ture, whote spirit was not thrilled by the swest
einging of those happy children.

It is now time to bring these * Notes "—al-
rsady too numerous, and lengthy—to a cloe.
Before the meeting adjourned a vote of thanks,
was unanimously, and very warmly acoorded to
our friends in 8t. John's, for their unabated
kiodness, and bospitality, in entertaining the
brethren of the District, duriog the sessions.

I'be meeting throughout—whiie there was a
fearless utterance of sentiment, and plaia * John
Bull” spesking, om various topics—was cha-
racterized by good faith, and kindly feeling.—
The only shadow that rests upon our hearts in
leaving Bt. Jobr's, is a reflection of the cloud,
that at present, hangs over the temporal pros-
pects, of many of our poor people.

Mr. Punshon’s English Correspon-
dence.
LETTER IIL
(From the Metnodist Recorder )

DEAR SiR,—My last left me in the capital of
the Dominion, where I regret to say the Metho-
dist Church is by no meansa metropolitan ta-
bernacle. It is not worthy ot the place in which
it stands’; of the Dominion, many of woose
senators attend it ; nor of the able and scholarly
minister who has charge. It there were not
so many other things pressing upon my Cana-
dian friends, I should say that a represen‘ative
church in Ottawa wou'd be a worthy Connexi-
onal work. About amile above the city are the
falls of Chaudiere, highly picturesque and im-
posing, though the saw-mills which are muiti-
plied on the banks somewhat interfere with they
effect of the eye of the gazer who does not hsp-
pen to be in the lumber-trade. The vast trade
carried on in timber is bardly to be estima‘ed
by a stranger. It is cut down in forests, per-
baps a hundred miles away, and sent floating
down the Ottawa river, hurled fiercely through
the rapids on slides constructed for the purpose,
until it reaches the mils where it is to be sawn,
or the port where it is to be shipped.

I visited one large establishment situate at
“ Hul,” just over the river. You canuot go
far, by the way, ir. this country, without having
some bome-chord struck by the soanding of
some old familiar name. This estabiishment is
at once a saw-mili and a gigantic lucifer match
manufactory. The enterprising proprietor has
been twice burnt out in fourteen years, but with

the marvellous-elasticity and p'uck ot the Ame-
rican trader, he is ss gay aud more successfui

than ever. He has more than 1,600 men in his
empioy, and turns out 100,000 boxes of matches,
split, dipped, and packed, every day.

If it were possible to conceive a good through
communication—and no conception is impos-
sibls in this country of sstourding growths—
the selection of Ottawa for the capital of the
Dominion would be a proof of prescient wisdom,
At present, however, it is out of the way entire-
ly, and there are only two advantages in its
selection. It is far enough from the frontier,
and, as | heard a Canadian naively say the othef
day, the members attend to businees because
the Parlisment Houses are so comfnrhb’a. and
the sity itself so poor, that the members must
be at their posts because of the sheer absence of
temptation to be anywhere else.

From Ottawa I travelled westward to Belle-
ville, where is a very elegant Methodist Church
and a thriving esociety—the Senator for the dis-
trict being Sunday-school superintendeat and
one of the active men. Between lelleville and
Cobeurg the courtry becomes more fertile, and
the farms which lie back from the rail are well-
cultivated and prosperous. A stranger is atruck
by the absence of all squalid poverty. There.
are few beggars; but for intemperance there
need be nome. Everybody has a well-to-do,
comfortable sort of look. All the farmers are
what in canny Cumberland would be callec
¢ gtatesmen "—men owning their own farms,
snd under no terror of distraint or middlemen ;
and though clearing is a difficult process, and
the rougk pine-stumps are hardly got out of the
ground under a dozen years, with ordinary io-
dustry and conduct men may live and thrive.

Cobourg presents very much the appearance

of a large English village. It is beautifully
situated on Lake Ontario, and it is said to be
free from the extremes of temperature to which
some other places are liable. This is the seat of
the Wesleyan University of Victoria College. 1
preached what is called the * Baccalaureate’
sermon, with the graduating class in Arts sitting
in their robes in front of me, and in the course
of the following week I attended the exercises
of Convocation. The imprcssion made upon
my mind was most favorable. Since the char-
ter was granted, there have been mearly 600
graduates in the several faculties of Arts, Laws,
and Medicine. Many of these were present .
strong and hearty in their aflection for their
Alma Mater, and the addresses which were de-
livered at the Alumni dinner (a dinner by the
way, where all the toasts were drunk in water,)
while they attested them most unmistakable loy-
alty to British institutions, gave evidence of abi-
lity which wou'd not disgrace a British House of
Commons. There were two members of the
Legislature present, both graduates of Victoria
College ; physicians, barristers, mayors, mer-
chants, all filling reputable positions in life, link-
ed in affection and interest to an institution
which boldly and mantully proclaims itself a
Wesleyan University. Irejoiced grestly in the in-
fluence which is thus wie!ded for our own €hurch,
and should deplore as a grievous calamity sny-
thing would impair it. The Legislature of Oatario
h1s been accustomed to give an annual grant to-
wards the college funds, but they are threaten-
ing to withdraw all grants from denominational
colleges, and are wishful to bring about an sffi-
liation of all such colleges, to the Toronto Uni-
versity. If such sffiliation could be accomplish-
ed on equal terms, and without the cession of
the University character, it might be a goed, in
asmuch as it would perhaps give the public, who
judge hastily sometimes, a more general coufi-
dence in thoroughness of the examinations ; bu!
I confess that the reconcilation of class interests,
even here, seems so difficult, and the ultimate
henefit 80 doubtful, that I should be glad to see
the Methodist people rise in their might, and, by
a very Niagara of benevolence, render them-
selves practically independent of the intriguee
or fickleness of politicians altogether. Not that
I would bave them give up their just claim up-
on the Legislature. They have made great sa-
crifices for the higher education of the country
on the faith of State help, and in some way or
other, either by a sum fixed according to expen-
diture and results, or by a sum laid down in lieu
of all future demands, this claim must be met,
or the reputation of the province would be tar-
nished, and ite future put in peril Diui averfite
omen ! -
One of the great needs of the Church in Ca-
pads seems to be the establishment of a theolo-
gical chair. They have adopted a curriculum of
study, which each probationer is required to fol-
low, but they have at prezent no course of sys-
tematic Theology. Many of the ministers and
laymen are alive to this, and I should not won-
der if some scheme to provide for it were speedi-
ly devised. Methodism has a fice coustituency,
and a firm hoid of their hearts. It is refreshing
te see its working, where it cowers bepeath no
shadow. It has dangers here, but they are of
another kind, politically, than those which beset
itat home. Here nothing can hinder its progress,
if its ministers are as the heart of ene wan,
and if midisters and people alike realise the ho-
lier baptisms of the 8pirit of God.
