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« The Houfe having taken into Confideration the’
Meflage from his Majefty’s Coungcil of the r1th Inflant
with their Obje@ions, and fuch others as have been
fuggefted, on the fubject matter of farming the Cuties,

are of Opinion,

«¢ ThattheMethod of Farmingis fo far from beingun=
precedented, that it is practifed with Regard to the Ex-
cife, if not Impoft, with great Advantage, in the neigh-
bouring Colonies, particularly New-York, and the
Duties of Impoft and Excife were both farm’d in 'this
Province formerly.

¢ That there has been no complaint of Oppreffion,
either in this or the neighbouring Colonies, where
thofe Duties have been farm’d, nor do-we apprehend
there can be, while the Farmer is- reftriéed by La‘W.

¢ Thatto prevent the Inconveniencies, that may arife.
from the accidental leffening the Revenues, and there-
by putting it out of the Power of the Farmer to pay
the Sum agreed for, and from his not pun&ually pay-
ing the Money into the Treafury, proper care may te
taken that he give fufficient Security.

¢« That fhould the Farmer g:ain too much in one
Year, theRevenues will undoubtedly fetch the more the
enfuing Year.

¢ That too great an Importation of Rum, &c. in
'one Year may be prevented, by taking the Stock when
the Farmer’s\Year commences, and when it expires,
and. he to receive the Duty for no more than is aGually
confumed within his Diftri& durirg the Year.

¢ Thatdufficient Provifion be made in the A&, that

the Farmer for Halifax pay into the Treafury an
~ equal Proportion of the Sum agreed for-Monthly, and
thofe of the Outporss every Three Montbs, whether
collected or not, and that it-be in the power of the
‘Governor and Council to remove the Farmer \;fho fdé&s
