Col. O’Brien 
of the Eleventh New York State 
Volunteers, after dispersing of a 
crowd at a street corner, was injured 
and entered a drug store to obtain 
medical aid. The mob stormed the 
place, forced the wounded colonel 
into the street, hanged him to a lamp 
post and dragged the body through 
the streets, mutilating and trampling 
upon it. The Mayor, finding himself 
unable to cope with the situation, 
appealed to the Governor of the 
State who took charge, and an ap­
peal was sent to Washington for 
troops; but before they could arrive 
more than 200 persons had been 
slain, and millions of dollars’ worth 
of damage done. Later on the city 
had to pay claims amounting to 
$1.500,000.

The orders to the commanders 
may have been reasonably humane; 
but the execution of them has been 
unnecessarily harsh. Whole villages 
were deported at an hour’s notice. In 
many cases the men were bound 
tightly together with ropes and 
chains. Women with little children 
in their arms, or in the last days of 
pregnancy, were driven along under 
the whip like cattle.”

Another writer tells of the cruel 
use of the bastinado in a certain 
prison where Armenians were held.

“At the time of the Romans,” he 
writes, “forty strokes were adminis­
tered at the very most; in this place, 
however, 200, 300,500, and even 800 
strokes were administered. A young 
man was beaten to death within the 
space of five minutes. Apart from the 
bastinadoing, other methods were em­
ployed, too, such as putting hot irons 
on the chest.” '<
