Paris, Sept. 17.—The report of the 
French war office on the progress of 
hostilities given this afternoon, 
dwells upon the continuance of se­
vere artillery engagements, particu­
larly in the vicinity of Souchez and 
Arras; between the Somme and the 
Aisne, and between the Aisne and 
the Argonne.

The text of the communication fol­
lows: ____________

“In the Artois district, between 
Angres and Souchez and to the south 
of Arras, our batteries, responding 
to the fire of the enemy, bombarded 
violent'y German positions and Ger­
man p.ovisioii trains.

“On the Somme and the Aisne 
there has taken place firing from 
trench to trench, as well as a certain 
activity on the part of the German 
heavy artillery to \vhich we replied 
with energy.

“In the region of Sapigneul and be­
tween the Arsne River and the Ar­
gonne district, the fighting with artil­
lery and with bombs was continued 
during a part of last night.

“There i-s nothin,, to report from 
the remainder of the front.”

London, Sept. 17 — The Daily 
Chronicle says: A London evening 
paper followed haltingly by some 
other journals, has published a 
sational Russian “revelation,” the 
blowing up of the whole of the great 
works at Okhta, near Petrograd. En­
ormous headlines proclaimed that this 
deed, committed by the Germans, was 
“the blow that crippled Russia,” and 
that as a result of the destruction of 
Russia’s “only arsenal,” the Russian 
Woolwich, “Russia was quite crip­
pled.”
