BEING THE PLACE SELECTED.

Entire lIsolation Not Desired Be-
cause of the Increased Expense
Entailed for Police Survilliance.

Fourth avenue has got 10 move.
That much has been decided, but as re-
gards the probable location where the
women who form its populace wilF be
allowed to unfold their tents next, or
when the enforced exodus from the
present location will commence, are

matters so far but little discussed.

“Of course the women have got to
move,'’ said Commissioner Ogilvie
this afternoon, ‘‘but mno location has
thus far been decided upon, although
we have discussed the matter from time
to time in the council meetings,

‘1 once suggested that they be re-
moved to the top of the hill behind
thie town, but this has met with disa
proval, because of the isolation of
place, and the great difficulty -there
would be in preventing crime  and of
detecting it.

‘‘Where the demi monde will be
moved to it is impossible to say, as &
that is known so far.is that they will
have to vacate Fourth avenue as soon
as the ¢limatic conditions warrant.”’
