1. For the King and kingdom of
Babylon, In this-history we have the
summing up of the case against a doom-
ed man, a man who had failed of life’s
purpoee, Little as Belshazzar dreamed
of it, his life had been placed in  the
balances of eternal and unerring justice,
and had beep impartially weighed. On
the one side of the balance were placed
Belshazzar’s opportunities, on the other
his sins. The measure of his responsibil-
ity was prn'mrtinnwl to the degree of
his knowledge. “Knowledge must be the
first element in the balance of judgment
where an intelligent being renders lhis
account to a personal God.” Belshazzar’s
knowledge of those things which befeli
Nebuchadnezzar rendered him inexcus-
able, Gentile monarch though he was,
he had had exceptional opportunities for
knowing the truth of God. yet he af-
fronted God and put contempt on him.
How appalling is the catalogue of ag-
gravated crimes with which Belshazzar
way charged-—- obstinate impenitence, &
proud, arrogant sclf-exaltation, a pro-
fane impiety, a marked insult ¢ast upon
the honor und glory due unto God. Such
godlessness worked itseli out and
brought w final judgment on the long
course of his gailty life. The eye of the
great Judge was upon that scene of pro-
fanity and diasipntion. Then the cou-
science of Belshazzar awoke at an un-
expected moment, and told him he had
no good reason Lo expect good news
fyom heaven. In vaih he looked, in vain
he called upon those around him and
theee, who were under his control  to
help solve his perplexity, le prociaimed
his own defeat at the moment when he
had inspired others with the iden of
victory and supremacy. It was a part of
his punishment of Balshazzar to  ex-
pose his dismay to the very perzons
whom he had led on in sin. Thus shame
was united with terror, When a crisis
cames men fall into their right relations.
Beisharzzar hsd riches, pleasures and
world honor. He was absolute master
of the greatest paluce and the greatest
city the world had ever seen, yet his
thoughts rtose clear and strong and
broke through the fumes of intoxication
and troubled him, He had had his op-
portunities, hiy examples, his warnings,
vet he was drunken on the night of the
siege. entirely unfitted for the respon-
sibilitiex of his office. That night be-
gan wilh a great festival, a royal ban-
quet in which no restraint was placed
upon profanity, intemperance, vain am-
usements or worldly-mindedness of any
character. Note the change in the prt;-
gramme, when the last solemn warning
was given to the King, a warning which
silenced in asmoment the roiar of im-
pious mirth, a warning in which no mer-
¢y wae exhibited. The king had been
 weighed in the balances of human op-
inion and approved. Then he was weigh-
ed in the balances of conscience and
judged. Still further he was weighed in
the balances of divine justice and econ-
demued. Though boldest in vice Belshars
zar was most destitute of courage when
danger came, He took the strange writ-
ing as intended for himself. His eyes he-
held the strange writing and at the same
time looked in upon his own corrupt
heart. Though he could not read the
meauing he felt it, and the suspense was
unbearable. :

II. Leading to the deliverance of Jud-
al. No terror blauched the cheek of
Danie!, It wag his Father's hand that
wrote and he only could interpret God’s
sentence of doom, These events were
bringing nearer the time when his peo-
ple should see better days. He could be
tranquil while Belshazrar trembled. The
end of the seventy years of captivity for
Judah was near. The march of
justice may be slow, but her steps are
resistless and her movemente pune-
tual. The prophets had declared the
downfall of Babylon and the rise of
Medo-Persian empire. The sins and the
death of Belshazzar were foretold. The
judgment of that night had long been
threatened. Yet up to the very hour the
probability seemed against such an oc-
currence, but when it came it settled for-
ever the fate of its victims. Belshazzar's
feast of boasting and bLlusphemy was the
last cercmonial of the Chaldean kings.
The vices of Belshazzar were vices of
his family.
