How Celluloid is Made.
Most celluloid is made in France,
and this is the process of manufacture :
A roll of paper is slowly unwound, and
at the same time is saturated with a
mixture of five parts of sulphurie acid,
which falls upon the paper in a fine
spray. This changes the ccllulose of
the paper into pyroxyline (gun cotton).
The excess of the acid having beea
expelled by pretsure, the paper is
washed with plenty of water until all
Itis
then reduced to pulp and passes on to
the bleaching trough. Tt is this gun
cotton which gives it its explosive
nature,

traces of acid have heen removed.

Most of the water having been got
rid of by means of a strainer, the pulp
is mixed with from twenty to forty
per eent. of its weight of camphor, and
the wmixture thoroughly triturated
under mill-stones, The necessary cols
oring having been added in the form of
powder, a second mixture and grinding
follows. ~ “This" pulp is spread out in
thin slabs, which are squecz:d in a
hydraulic press until they are as dry
as chips, Then they are rolled in
heated rollers and eome out in elastic
gheets. They are from that point
worked up into every conceivable
form. You ecan get celluloid collars,
cuffs, bairping, shirt fronts, cravats,
penholders, bruhes and combs, ink-
stands, knife-handles, j welry, and
everything else almo-t that you can
imagine,

For Toilet Use.
