Paris, May 12.—(Havas)—The peace
conference leaders are reported by
the newspapers to have decided upon
the terms of the reply to be made to
the two notes sent President Poincare
on Saturday evening by
Brockdorff-Rantzau.

The first of these notes asked that
there be a reciprocal policy adopted
to the repatriation of prisoners,
and reguested that the details of the
transfer be placed in the hands of
comihission. In his second note, the
head of the German peace delegation
advanced a counter-proposal as to in-
ternational labor legislation,

According to the newspapers, the
