NEWS NOTES.

The Erie canal first cost $7,000,000.
Afterwards $63,000,000 were expended
in improving it aud extending the sys-
tem. The state of New York receotly
started upon au expenditure of $9,000,-
000 in order to enlarge the canals, this
amount heing decided upon by a vote of
the people. It 18 nmow declared that
87,000,000 will be necessary to finigh the
work, The state engineer confesses that
he knew the expenditure would be $16,-
000,000 from the surveys whieh were
made, but that he did not think it wise
to o state at the outset.

Gold min-
ing is becoming increased and the coal
mines are producing “largely. On the

Ia the Dominion generally the pros-
perity of the agricultural community
was ot the base of improvement in trade
for 1897, The increased prices of nearly
all Canadian agricultural products and
the enlarged demand for export, parti-
cularly in the last half of 1897, helped
distribute trade throughout Canada.

Business failures of the Dominion of
Canada and Newfounnland of the calan-
dar 1897 amounted to 1,927 with total
liabilities of $13,219,000, a falling off
of 13 per cent. in number and 19 per
cent. in liabilities from a year ago.

Canadian bank clearings for the year,
one week estimated, were the largest on
record, aggregating $1,143,000,000, a
gain of 11 per cent. over 1896,
