CURIOUS CHARGES.

One Because He Had Made a Coat for 
Another Man; a Second Because 
Rifles Had Been Found in the Houses 
on Both Sides of His.

New York, Nov. 13.—Private advices 
from responsible foreign sources in 
ilayti give details of the execution of 
five political prisoners, recently reported 
in a despatch from Minister burniss to 
the friate Department. According to 
these advices, some few weeks ago sev­
eral men were arrested and condemned 
to death on the charge of conspiracy 
against the Government. One of the 
men was condemned because he had, 
made a military coat for another man. 
and another was condemned lieeause he 
lived in a house between two others, 
and in each of the two a rifle had been 
found. On October 30 someone put a 
rifle cartridge on the tram lines, and 
the first engine passing exploded it. The 
President at once had five of the con­
demned men taken to the burial ground 
and shot. The names of the five men 
were Helvetine Traversiere, Alexander 
Dolauney Moise, Nestor Dumay, 
Kdouardnc Edouard and Exime Jean.

HIGH FINANCE RUN MAD.

Alleged Defalcation of John R. Walsh, 
Bank President.

Chicago, Nov. 13.—The trial of John 
R. Walsh, formerly President of th-3 
Chicago National Bank, now defunct, on 
a charge of misuse of the funds of that 
institution, formally opened to-day. The 
Government will attempt to show that 
Walsh took from the Chicago National 
Bank, the Equitable Trust Co., and the 
Home Savings Bank $14,000,000. In 
his statement to the jury Attorney 
Do by ns declared that Walsh obtained 
the ownership of various large proper­
ties without cost to himself by using 
the funds of the banks.

He said; “Watered stock to the prob­
able amount of $25,000,000 or $30,000.000 
was issued. Mr. Walsh, through em­
ployers, voted the stock to himself. He 
then sold this stock to the banks, taking 
the money to build up his private enter­
prises. All of the stock so sold by Mr. 
Walsh was practically valueless. It was 
also the practice of Mr. Walsh to make 
loans to one oÇ his companies, and then 
sell the bonds of that company to the 
bank. These bonds were practically 
worthless.”

HOTEL MEN ACQUITTED.

Prosecutions in Owen Sound So Far Not 
Successful.

Owen Sound, Nov. 13.—Police Magis­
trate A. 1). Creasor dismissed with costs 
the cases against Andrew Fogarty, of the 
Albion Hotel, and James Henderson, of 
the Grand Central. The cases were en­
tered on the evidence of a private detec­
tive from Toronto, engaged by a local 
committee, and are amongst about d 
dozen of a similar character which the 
Police Magistrate will hear. The charge 
against James Agnew was also dismissed.

New York, Nov. 13—The Tribune 
says: Flying the French and Ameri­
can flags and a yacht club pennant 
at the bow, the little French “Blue- 
boat on Wheels,” Waterland I., was 
conveyed by eleven automobiles, fill 
ed with electricians and other experts, 
to port Washington point, where the 
combination boat and automobile 
was to take n plunge in the Nortli 
River. The little boat took lier in- 
iatial plunge at 2.30 p.m. Driven by. 
its small propeller, the shaft of which 
is coupled to a 20-horse power motor, 
the boat went out a hundred yards 
and returning at a good speed, mount 
ed the beach and came out high and 
dry.

Twice more the experiment was re­
peated, on the third trip, the boat go­
ing out for at least five hundred 
yards.

It is said ! that the boat with its 
present engine can travel 36 miles 
an hour on land and nine knots an 
hour in the water.

Waterland I. is soon to be taken to 
Washington, with a view to showing 
the Government officials that the 
boat would be useful to the life sav­
ing stations all along the coast.

FROM LIVING TOMB.
Rescued After Being Entombed Un­

derground For Days.

I'ottsville, Pa., Nov. 13.—Imprisoned 
for 87 hours, several hundred feet be­
neath the surface of the earth, almost 
directly under his own home, where his 
wife and children mourned for him as 
dead, Michael McCabe, of Gilberton, was 
to-day taken from bis tomb in the Drap­
er mine, barely alive, after one of the 
most marvelous rescues in the history of 
anthracite mining.

Since Saturday afternoon, when the 
top of the chamber in which he was 
working caved in and caused a rush of 
culm and water from the surface, relaya 
of workmen toiled unceasingly to reach 
him. Shortly after midnight the rescu­
ers detected a scratching noise, which 
told them that McCabe was still living; 
and with renewed vigor fresh reliefs 
were put to work, and at 5 a. m. he was 
reached.

YOUNG GIRL SHOT DEAD.

A Painful Tragedy at Traverse, 
Ont.

Piéton, Nov. 13.—A sad accident oc­
curred at Point Traverse, this county, 
to-day. The two children of a Mr. Far­
rington, Viola, aged sixteen, and her 
vounger brother, were alone in the 
house. Viola was in one room and her 
brother in another. The brother states 
he heard a rifle shot and upon going into 
the room where his sister was found 
her dead with a rifle lying beside Iter. 
She. had, it is supposed, been playing 
with the gun, which was loaded, and 
accidentally discharged it, killing hereclf 
instantly.

SIR LEWIS MORRIS DEAD.

Noted Welshman Was Poet and Con- 
veyancer.

London. Nov. 13.—Sir Lewis .Morris, 
the Welsh poet, one of the pioneers of 
the education movement^in Males, died 
yesterdpy at the age of 74.

Sir Lewis Morris was a graduate ot 
Oxford, where lie hail a distinguished 
career. By profession he was a bar­
rister, but practised chiefly as a con­
veyancing counsel. i

His fame rests on his poetic works, 
among which are “Songs of Two 
Worlds." “The F.pic of Hades. "The Ode 
of Life." "Sonbs of Britain." “A \ tsion 
of Saints.” “Idylls and Lyrics,” and “A 
Harvest Talc.” ,

He was also the author ot many 
articles on literary and educational sub­
jects. He was t reated a knight in 1895, 
and was deputy chancellor of the Lelver- 
sity of Wales.

DEATH BED MARRIAGE.

Dramatic Ceremony Performed at Grace 
Hospital.

Toronto, Nov. 14.—On her death-bed in 
a ward at Grâce Hospital on Tuesday, 
Lydia McLean became the wife of Wil­
liam McArthur. When told that she was 
dying she expressed a wish that she 
should be united to her lover, and the 
Rev. C. Ensor Sharpe, of St. Thomas’ 
Church, performed the ceremony. Con­
scious through the whole ceremony, the 
girl passed away only a few hours after 
her marriage.

Before her illness Miss McLean was 
employed at the Keen Manufacturing 
Company, but her relatives were at Pet- 
erboro. * Yesterday morning the remains 
were taken to St. Catharines, accom­
panied by the husband, and there were 
also present at the funeral service about 
two hundred girls from the Keen factory.

GALT POST-OFFICE SHAKEN.

Two Furnaces Blown Up and the Care­
taker Injured.

Galt, Ont., Nov. 13.—A terrific ex­
plosion occurred this afternoon at 3, 
o'clock in the basement of the post- 
office, entirely demolishing the two 
furnaces used for heating the building 
and inflicting serious injuries on Thomas 
Barrett, the caretaker.

One furnace had been going for some 
time and at noon the caretaker started 
the second one. He was busy about the

furnaces when suddenly an explosion 
totfk place which shook the building.

All the employees rushed, out of the 
building, which was full of steam and 
smoke. Customs Collecotr Thomas 
Peck, who has quarters in the sec­
ond flat, summoned, the plumbers, who, 
on going into the cellar, stumbled over 
the body of Mr. Barrett. He was 
immediately taken upstairs and doctors 
summoned. The injured man was found 
to . have sustained a frightful gash on 
his head and other serious injuries.

The reason assigned for the explosion 
is that the water in the boiler was ex­
hausted. How the caretaker escaped 
with his life is a miracle.

JAPANESE MIMIC WARFARE.

41,000 Troops to Engage in Manoeu­
vres.

Tokio, Nov. 13.—The Emperor left to- 
dav to attend the army manoeuvres, 
which will be on an unusually large scale, 
41,000 troops, of all branches of the ser­
vice, participating, with pontoons and 
the commi&sary corps.
