NO SESSION TO XICTH.
Toronto, April 25.—(Sp fèlj—" We,

WHAT IT MEANS.
Justice Teetzel’s action at Toronto 

Uiis rooming in granting the writ of 
certiorari, applied fur by the Kinrade 
family’s counsel, to test the legality of 
the lienvh warrant Coroner Anderson is­
sued for the arrest of Florence Kinrade, 
with the object of compelling her to at­
tend the investigation ami give further 
evidence, means that the inquest will 
be adjourned to-night without the hear­
ing of any evidence. The jury will for­
mally meet and immediately adjourn, 
probably until Wednesday or Thursday 
night. The Crown authorities appear 
determined not to proceed with the iu 
vestigatio.i until they van place Miss 
Kinrade iu the witness box again.

Crown Attorney Washington when he 
heard the news from Toronto this morn­
ing did not seem surprised. In fact, he 
expressed satisfaction that the matter 
had been referred to the i>iviisional 
Court, where he believes it will be dis­
posed jat without delay.

Vjtfu Mr. Washington was asked if 
TSl. Kinrade, father of the. murdered 

."girl, and his wife would be on hand to- ; 
night in view of the fact that new sub 
poenaes had been made for them, tie 
said it was unimportant whether they 
were or not. as no witnesses would be 
called to-night, the Crown insisting on 
placing Florence Kinrade on the stand 
as its next witness?

The detectives say that a greatly mis­
taken impression as to the object in 
recalling Miss Kinrade seems to have 
gone abroad. There is no desire to wor­
ry lier or put her to any more incon- 
veuiencer than possible. When Mr. 
Blaekstock examined her before he waq 
probing in the dark. Since then he has 
secured new information, aiid if Miss 
Kinrade can give some further light on 
it, as the authorities believe she can, 
it will doubtless be of material assist­
ance in clearing up. the mystery.

As intimated in the Times on Satur­
day, the detectives are wavering on 
their old tLeory. Information comes 
from the south which makes them look 
back to a theory that jhey seized upon 
in the early stages of the ca»e with 
some show of hope, hut later abandoned. 
This theory was that Ethel Kinrade’s 
slayer was a man from the south.

While the old theory is being carefully 
considered again, because there is evi­
dence to give it color, there is a different 
man in the case. The first man under 
suspicion has cleared himself entirely. 
The detectives discovered two days af­
ter they began chasing the old clue that 
there was not a possibility of his having 
l>een mixed up in it. The iim*-.tig,iti *n 
conducted since tkeu in the south is said 
to nave dragged in aaotner mysterious 
indf ridual, whose name, if the police 
know it, they are carefully guarding. 
The motive for the murder, if this the­
ory is correct, is not quite clear, unless 
Ethel was mistaken for Florence, by the 
murderer.

There has l»een so much talk in the 
papers about smiling, jovial Jimmy 
Baum, the Virginian actor, who appears 
to take all thingl as they come anil 
treat nothing seriously, that the Royal 
Hotel and vicinity have been infested 
by curious people anxious to get a peep 
at him. Une or two fellows, who bear 
somewhat of a reserabalnce to him. were 
pointe/ out as the man from the south 
on James street yesterday, and were 
made the target for curious eyes, until 
the mistake was discovered. Baum wns 
in Toronto yesterday with Detectives 
Pender and Rogers, but he was back 
here bright and early this morning, reg­
istered at the Royal Hotel. This sug­
gest* that the Crown authorities expect­
ed the inquest will proceed to-night. 

CORONER McMAHON’S VIEWS. 
The legal point raised by Mr. Staun­

ton, who challenges the authority of 
the coroner to issue a bench warrant 
for Florence Kinrade’s arrest, has at­
tracted a great deal of interest through­
out Canada. The Montreal Herald has 
an interview with Dr. McMahon, one of 
the most experienced coroner’s in the 
country. He says:

“'The Coroner has undoubted power 
to arrest a witness who refuses to ans­
wer a subpoena.”

“There is no statute which says direct­
ly that the coroner has the right tp or­
der arrest. But there is the common law. 
A coroner is ordered to hold an inquest 
in cases of suspicious death. This implies 
that he has the power to hold the in- 
quest—to order the attendance of wit­

nesses and to compel their attendance. 
Otherwise the inquest could not bring 
out the truth, as those interested could 
stay away.

“The question has been fought out be­
fore, and there is absolutely no douM 
as to the coroner’s right to order arrest 
The powers of the coroner are greater 
than those of an ordinary magistrate 
The ordinary magistrate cannot hold » 
person without a warrant. The corone*-

One of the standard treatises on cor­
oners is by Boys, and he says on this 
point: “He lias authority to issue * 
summons to compel their attendance, 
and to commit them if they refuse to 
appear.”

He, moreover, gives the legal form of 
an order of such arrest, which, how. 
ever, is a county warrant and only good 
in the county for which the coroner

The Dominion law, however, provided 
that in such a case, where the witness 
is outside the jurisdiction of the coron­
er, he may send the warrant to the cor­
oner of the district in which the witness 
is at the time, and that coroner, mark­
ing I he warrant O. K., makes it service­
able in that district by any constable or 
officer of that district.
DETECTIVES WATCH THE HOUSE.

Kinrade is quite ill. Detective Miller 
was unable to see her when he was serv­
ing Florence Kinrade with the subpoea- 
na Friday morning. A Toronto despatch

strict watoh on it all night long, with 
the possible exception of two hours iu 
th» dead of night. A light burned in 
the Kinrade s windows till 1 a. m.

pointed man when he was not called as 
a witness at the inquest on Friday 
night.

“I fully expected I 
would lie called last night, and be able 
to go back home to-morrow, but they 
have got me here now, and I suppose 
they won’t let me go till they are good 
and ready.

Although these men 
have not fired on any one, their stead 
fast refusal to submit and be d sarmed 
is very annoying to Schefket Pasha, who 
is arranging to attack them and force 
their surrender, unless they will do as , 
he desires.

The correspondent repaired to the 
scene of this threatened trouble. “Some I 
of his majesty’s children are disobedi- j 
ont.’’ remarked the officer eommanding 
the approach to the gates of the palace 
in reply to a question. “We have plac- * 
ed a battalion of Macedonian volunteers | 
within close rang'1 and we are awaiting ! 
only the arrival of artillery before, mak" j 
ing a final demand for surrender. If 
this is refused we must attack.”

The Macedonians referred to were be­
hind a series of low terraced walls, be­
tween 300 and 400 vnrds from the Al­
banian barracks. Their cartridge belts 
were full. As the nff’Ver was sneaking 
a number of Macedonian volunteers, 
mostly men of Independent position, 
were arriving on the scene in cabs and 
carriages to have a share in the final 
engagement.

C A HI NET R ESTONS.
Constantinople, April 28.—Tewfik 

Pasha, the grand vizier, this morning 
transmitted to the Sultan the resigna­
tion of the entire cabinet and communi­
cated this fact to parliament. 
CONDITIONS IMPOSED ON SULTAN.

Berlin, April 28.—The Constantinople 
correspondent of the Lokai Anzeiger 
telegrapus that ho learns that the .sul­
tan ol Turkey will be allowed to remain 
upon the throne, but on condition that 
he gave guarantees against a relapse to 
absolutism. These conditions are as 
follows: The walls of the Yildiz Palace 
to be razed, the barracks at Yildiz quar­
tering about 2,000 men, under the imme­
diate orders of the .Sultan, are to be 
razed; in future there will be stat.oned 
at the palace a guard of 100 men oui}-, 
to be changed daily, and supplied from 
the different regiment* of the garrison 
alternately, in order to make it impos­
sible for the Sultan to bribe them. The 
Sultan must pay the expenses of the ex­
pedition from Salonika from his private 
fortune, and, furthermore, the Sultan, 
whose property is largely invested 
abroad, must make a gift to the nation 
of $250,000,000 as the basis of the finan­
cial degeneration of the empire.

REV. TIPPETT 
HAS ACCEPTED.

First Congregational Church Se­
cures a Strong Minister.

After being pastorless for over 
eight months the congregation of 
First Congregational Church has at 
last secured a minister, and the mem­
bers are delighted to think that they 
have secured a man of their choice, 
even though he declined four or five 
months ago. The choice is Rev. 
Ernest H. Tippett, of Calvary Con­
gregational Church, Montreal. Rev. 
Mr. Tippett was given a call the lat­
ter part of last year, but declined. 
The congregation has since heard a 
number of other ministers but again 
concluded to call Mr. Tippett and his 
acceptance has just been received. He 
will enter upon his new duties in 
May, preaching his first sermon on 
the 16th.

The Apology For One Maintained

DAYUGHT SAVING.
Mr. Lewis’ Bill Amended and Re­

ferred te House Committee.

(Special Despatch to the Times.) 

Ottawa, April 26.—The special com­
mittee appointed to consider Mr. Lewis’ 
daylight saving bill met to-day, and 
agreed to report the bill to the House 
committee, which had issued a circular 
to each municipality, board of trade and 
railway company in Canada with a re­
quest for an expression of opinion as to 
the usefulness or otherwise of the pro- 
po»ed measure, and a large number of 
replies were received favorable to the 
proposed change. Tlie committee found 
that there would be no practical diffi­
culty in adjusting clocks and watches, 
as simply advancing the hands of a clock 
one hour on the first Sunday of April in 
each year and putting them hark one 
hour on the first Sunday in NovemWr 
would attain the object desired. Tlie 
bill was amended bv sulsstituting the 
fir-t Sunday in Anril for the last day of 
.April as the time for making the change, 
ami the first Sundiv in November for 
the last dav of fVtolier as thr> time to 
revert to the nrd*n«rv time. Tlie woH 
‘local*’ is also changed to “standard” 
time in the bill.
