NINE CARSDERAILED
Greed Trunk Freifht Wrecked 

Near Pert Hope.

Port Hope, Oct. 19. — A serious ac­
cident was narrowly averted here 
ibout 7 o’clock ■ this evening, when a 
heavy eastbound freight on the main 
line of the G. T. R. left the rails with­
in a few feet of the high viaduct, 
spanning the valley. A defective rail 
on the Smith street crossing, at the 
west end of the viaduct, is supposed to 
have caused the mishap. TTie, crew 
escaped uninjured. The fireman jump­
ed, but the engineer pluckily stuck to 
his poet and stopped the engine, 
otherwise more serious damage would 
hare undoubtedly resulted.
