Why the Land League Spreads

The Priests

DEATH of DR. GREGORY.

to

In Fredericton on Tuesday last,shortly 
after eleven o’clock Dr Gregory, ac­
companied by his servant, a young lad 
named Minnyweather, drove down to the 
middle ferry landing, and waited for the 
arrival of the “Sarah H.” to get a pas­
sage to the other side. As the ferry 
wus approaching, he spoke to the lad, 
telling him that he might leave the car­
riage for a moment, as he himself wished 
to teach the horse, a three year old bay 
stallion, to go peacefully on to the ferty 
The Pr. had been accustomed to have 
this young lad lead the animal aboard, 
as it always flared up and threatened 
damage when an attempt was made to 
drive it aboard. Young Minnyweather 
got out, and the Dr undertook to guide 
the horse down, turning him uphill again 
to make him obedient to the rein.

As he was driving down the second 
time, the stallion stopped suddenly and 
stubbornly, and the Dr. gave him a cat 
with the whip. Just as be did so, the 
colt sprang into the air, lifted carriage 
and all with him so that the latter made a 
revolution, turning the colt with it, and 
the Dr. was thrown about six feet into 
the air, alighting on his head and shoul 
tiers. His head is said to have struck a 
small rock; but some think that, from 
the nature of the injuries sustained, this 
is not the case, as the wound is such that 
it seems to have resulted from striking 
with the full weight of his body on the 
ground. The shock made the Dr. un 
conscious, in which state he remained all 
day, and the following night, and till 
the next day when he died. Crowds 
of people were gathered about the doc­
tors residence during his illness, and 
from the anxious and sorrowful faces of 
all, it was seen what a favorite he was 
The deep sympathy of the community 
is extended to his wife and -children in 
their sad affliction. The profession in 
New Brunswick has lost one of its 
greatest ornaments, and Fredericton has 
lost one of her most worthy and best 
respected citizens.

in Enniskillen and Fermanagh at large 
On the small faims, in arrears because 
of the successive bad harvests, one good 
harvest only has come to them siuce 
famine, a majority of the landlords 
have come down on the people and turn­
ed the screw, saying, “Yon had a good 
harvest, now pay up or go out.” The 
Land League comes along also and says 
“Yon are behind pecause of bad seasons 
and because rack-rents left you no 
means to meet them. Keep your har­
vests for food for yourselves and your 
little ones. Pay no rent at all until the 
rent is lowered so that you can live and 
pay it.” As fairly as I know how to put 
it this is the state of affairs. The 
landlords think and say, “Well, if you 
take this stand we will show you who is 
master yet.” So evictions are out by 
the thousand,and really the country parts 
are in an awful state.” There are many 
things contributing to aggravate the 
state of affairs. Fer. instance,the good 
times of inflation largely increased the 
number of small gentry; added to the 
landlord class a good many squireees, 
who, having scratched their way up and 
edged their way into the borderland of 
aristocracy, do not know how to show 
mercy. The people are to be pitied; 
agitation throws them straws of hope 
to clutch at; the fears ot eviction, the 
reality of eviction, the terrors of term 
day, the grinding taxes, keep them in a 
state of desperation that makes anything 
possible. This is

hard, or those for easy {rear, and a gen­
eral and select line of provisions and 
groceries. Mr. Hall told our Reporter 
he had no reason to complain of bush

and there would be more but for the 
Catholic priesthood. In speaking to 
some in Fermanagh who complained to 
me, I told them they had little to com­
plain of by what the Donegal people 
of the bills had to vex them. They 
thought they had enough. One man of 
the well-to-do class, who had always 
paid his rent, who gloried in his abil 
itities as a farmer, asked for about 
three months' grace in paying his rent 
at one term, because meeting it at the 
very day involved serions loss. Ho was 
refused iu a most insulting manner. He 
joined the Land League because of this: 
he is under notice to quit for joining 
the Land League, and is now preparing 
to emigrate. This man will not leave 
his bitter feelings behind him when he 
does emigrate. The day I came to 
Manor Hamilton was after Mr. Dillon's 
arrest, which intensified feelings very 
much. There is one thing which people 
îot on the ground and near the people 

do not understand. Matte is here have 
really gone so far between landlord and 
tenant that I think an outbreak of 
greater violence than had ever occured 
in this land was imminent but for the 
constitutional resistance advised by the 
Land League. The day I came here was 
the day of a sale of cattle for rent, and 
a coll.sion between the law and the 
people was apprehended. I felt reluc­
tant to leave Fermanagh without seeing 
the poorer districts, I saw so many very 
poor people attending market with asses, 
harnessed with straw harness, carrying 
wicker creels loaded with what they had 
to sell. Between Enniskillen and Manor 
Hamilton I saw the first mudwalled cot­
tage I ever saw. The land appeared 
worse, more barren in places, left to 
grass more extensively, and the grass 
often had the green brown tint to be 
seen iu Canada, instead of the rich emer­
ald that the good grass lands wear in 
Ireland. Manor Hamilton boasts of a 
ruined castle of great extent cloaked 
with ivy, built by one of the early Hum­
ilions, who got a grant of the confis­
cated lands and built this castle to delead

his acquisition. This was how the 
place got the name of Manor Hamilton 
The old ruin and 22,038 acres belonged 
to the murdered Lord Leitrim, who had 
a cottage adjoining the ruins. This large 
estate is not in possession of the present 
Earl of Leitrim, but has passed into the 
hands ot his cousin, I think, Colonel 
Clemmens. The people presented to 
Colonel Clemmens, on his accession to 
the property, a petition, complaining of 
tile excessive rents laid on them by the 
dead Earl. Colonel Clemmens referred 
them to his agent, and finally twenty per 
cent reduction was made. I daresay the 
landlord thought this was generous, but 
still the people art not satisfied, as they 
are, they say, still eighty per cent above 
Griffith’s valuation. I arrived at Manor 
Hamilton by the same Irai a that brought 
out the attachment of youthful military 
from Enniskillen. They bivouacked and 
picnicked also in the Court House, nnh 
were not visible during the sale. The 
auction of the cattle was held on the 
road. From the early morning the roll 
of the drum had given notice to the 
people, and Manor Hamilton was dense­
ly thronged. There was about

A HUNDRED POLICE

present. The sale was held on the bridge 
that spans the Bonatll, running through 
the town. The police formed a living 
wall across the road iuHwo places, faces 
to the crowd, with an on open space be­
tween. Tall, fine-looking men, solid, 
immovable, with faces that saw every­
thing and looked at nothing. The crowd 
surged up to these living barriers, a 
dense mass that looked like a sea of 
heads; when they groaned it was a roar 
indesciidable. The small boys, roosted 
on the walls as thickly as a swarm of 
bees, kept up a running fire of uncom­
plimentary remarks and came ou strong 
when hissing or groaning was to be 
done. There were present about a dozen 
priests who exerted themselves to main­
tain order. There were banners of 
green and gold, and bands of music that 
played, “Tramp, Tramp, the Boys are 
Marching.” They wore a kind of uni­
form of green damask trimmed with 
orange braid. The poor cattle that had 
been seized for rent were in the pound 
where they bad been kept- since the 
seizure. Through the politeness of the 
Rev. P. O'Reily, I was accommo­
dated with a seat at a 
window over-looking , the scene 
“I was a lady from America who 
would write au account of what I saw 
for the papers over there.” The kind' 
neSs of the people on hearing this was 
very touching. “Sure, America was 
their friend, the relief that kept (hem 
from starving came from America.” In 
fact, whether for bread or baynots, the 
eyes of this people turn to America. It 
was a sight to see these poor cattle 
brought up from the pound. Their eyes 
were starting from their heads with 
fright. A* they were forced along amid 
cheers for the Land League, groans for 
the agents, boots for the members of the 
Emergency Committee, through the 
surging crowd that hustled and pushed, 
forced through a living lane that could 
not be kept open, each looked as if she 
would take a flying leap into the air,and 
become the cow that jumped over the 
moon.

The tail figures of several reverend 
gentlemen were conspicions energetically 
keeping back the crowd. The clerical 
gentleman addressed the crowd from the 
hotel where I stayed, praised theii good 
behaviour, and with a little adroit flat­
tery told them to go home quietly. The 
Land League members spoke also. After 
the speeches the crowd paraded the town 
drums beating, fifes shrieking, banners 
flying ; the poor bewildered cattle, with 
green ribbons on their heads shared in 
the procession. I am quite sure they 
would have excused themselves from the 
honor if they could. I am quite sure 
they enjoyed the quiet nf the pasture 
when they at length subside into stillness 
and went to gress. So, happily ended 
without a fray the 
affairs at Manor Hamilton * There is an 
iron hut intended for a police barrack 
lying at the station, but no one will draw 
it to its destination.
