going to endure and thrive there will 
haave to be more life and pep put in­
to it.” sai dthe professor. He placed 
considerable importance on the exper­
imental fruit stations. If the growers 
feel they have not received the ben­
efit from the stations that they feel 
they might have had, he had to say 
the men at the experimental stationss ] 
have not had the co-operation from 
the fruitgrowers they should have had 

He advised the fruitgrowers tu 
take full advantage oif the opportuni­
ties offered by the O. A. CO-. and the 
experimental-' station at Vineland 
The fruit men he sai),fare standing 
back and not taking the same advan­
tage of tlie agricultural dept, that the 
dairymen and stock men are receiving.

“Outside of spraying and • dealing 
with insect and other pests, our 
fruitgrowing industry is not any fur­
ther ahead of what it was 25 yearss 
ago.” said the speakeer and he advis­
ed using tthe Vineland station to its 
full capacity. More money should be 
put into it and it should be further de­
veloped. He advised the fruitgrowers

sending a deputation to the minisster 
* of agriculture to talk over matters 
and come to an understanding.

One of the most vital questions to 
be considered is fertilizing. The ex­
perimental station is of vast benefit 
in that respect. > ; '

“The minister of agriculture is wait­
ing for the fruitmen to tell him what 
they want.” said Prof. Crow. Money 
he saiti is scarce and if the fruit, men i 
do not as"k for anything, nothing will 
be done. e

He thought scientific research 
should be introduced into the agricul­
tural department on various subjects, 
pruning, spraying, tree diseases,, etc. 
but if the fruitgrowers do not ask for 
it the government is not going to 
force it upon them.

British Columbia is selling her ap­
ples all over Canada and they have 
entered the United States, because our 
local appples cannot stand up against 
them. All this is due to the develop­
ment of the apple industry and Brit­
ish Columbia is getting the cream of 
the markeet.

“In the past ten years thé apple 
growing industry had gone back ten 
years in Ontario,” saaid Prof. Crow.

He felt that the Vineland Station 
should be kept by the Ontario Gov­
ernment instead of handing it over 
to the Dominion Government as the 
teaching work at the O. A. C. Güelph 
and the experimental growing work 
should be kept in the closest ttouch. 
The equipment for horticultural exper­
imenting in connection with the dept, 
of agriculture is a disgrace to the 
province he said and it is up to the 
fruitgrower^ to see that it is improved

The meeting indulged in a brisk 
discussion on the subject of the Vine- 
land Experimental station which may 
be taken over by the Dominion Gov­
ernment and the general impression 
was that it should be retained by the 
Ontario Government but improved 
and its operations enlarged.

A resolution was passeed to send 
a delegation to the Ontario minnister 
of Agriculture asking him what he 
will be able t odo in the way of im­
proving the station and puttin gon ex­
perimental courses. The delegation 
will see the Minister on Monday.

A resolution was also passed ask­
ing the gqvernment to use concrete 
in paving the new government road 
between Hamiltop and the Niagara 
River.

A resolution to have the govern­
ment class fruit stoores not pnder the 
head of groceries so they would not 
be affected by the early closing laws, 
was likewise paassed by the associa­
tion.

W. B. Burgoyne waited on the as­
sociation Jwith a request for a grant 
to the fijiit exhibition.

A petition was sent to the govern­
ment praying that the suugar embar­
go be not removed.

Mr. Bell, of the Chamber of Com­
merce addressed the gathering asking 
ttht fruitgrowers to join thte C. of 6.
