He said he was opposed to the aboli­
tion of the Legislative Council, which he 
considered a sort Of' balance wheel to thy, 
body politic, and it‘would be a check to the 
efforts of Quebec to have all power centered 
at Ottawa ; that he favored our keeping the 
controj of our own affairs. He then reviewed 
the financial position of the Province, and 
was understood to condemn it as showing 
bad management. After a few general re­
marks on the necessity for a good Opposi­
tion in the House, and a request that the 
electors would give him one vote, Mr. Fisher 
left the stand. Both he and Dr. Dow were 
applauded loudly. After these speeches 
every one went home to dinner.

MR. THOMPSON 

made an admirable speech. He referred to 
the reconstruction made in 1878, although a 
large majority of the House had been return 
ed in Opposition. The people of the County 
felt then that it was time to blot the Gov­
ernment ont; but the will of the people was 
defeated by a compromise of a character un­
parallelled in the history of the Province, 
He felt it was his duty to vote the sentiment 
of the constituency whijh bad elected him 
and he had gone into opposition. For this 
an effort had been made to punish him, and 
to coerce him to the support of the Govern­
ment, by depriving him of his right to be 
consulted in the disposal of the by-road 
money. He asked the electors to consider 
his record, and point if they could to a vote 
which had not been given in the interests of 
the County. He declared himself in favor of 
the abolition of the Legislative Council. The 
Council had been prostituted by the Gov­
ernment to the purchase of support. He be­
lieved also in making the Governor maintain 
his own residence, and in reducing expendi­
ture wherever possible. A few years ago 
New Brunswick started with a handsome 
balance to her credit, but now the balance 
was on the wrong side of the ledger, and the 
only way in which a favorable showing 
could be made was by borrowing money 
from the Dominion Government. We have 
gone behind nearly $300,000 since Confeder­
ation. We are drifting down hill, and al

Terrible and Fatal Accident to a New 
Brunswicker.—The Marinette, Wis., Eagle. 
of the 10th inst., states that on Wednesday 
previous a fire was discovered in some slab 
piles near the saw mill of the L. W. A V. 8. 
Company. The fire steamer was called oat 
and Hon. Robert Stephenson, who was the 
chief of the fire department, being also resi­
dent superintendent and manager of the com­
pany, went to work with a will in connecté* 
with the boys, to subdue the fire. During 
the progress of the fire he ventured too for 
amid the burning piles and was so severely 
burned that he died the same day. Mr. Ste­
phenson was born near Woodstock in 183^ 
and left this province with his parents in 
1843. Since that time he has been a resident 
of the United States. “ He has been seven! 
times," says the Eagle, “supervisor of Me- 
mominee township, and was elected to the 
House of Representatives in the Michigan 
Legislature in 1880, serving both at the regu­
lar and special term. He was an energetic; 
whole sonled, genial and companionable 
man who had as many warm friends as any 
man in this section of the county. He wan 
buried with Masonic honors.”

Mr Thompson and I declined to sign it, and 
refused to do so even when the Kent Railway 
was included in the scheme.

In these matters he had re­
ceived no assistance from Mr Colter, but he 
was ever ready to vote at the bidding of the 
administration. He showed that his course 
upon the lien law he had endeavored to frame 
a statute which would protect the laborer in 
his hire, and he would pledge himself to do 
his utmost to secure the enactment of one. 
He went on to discuss the canvass against 
him, that he was endeavoring to keep money 
from being spent in Fredericton. It only 
meant that it would be money out of the 
pockets of a few office holders.— 
He discussed the Capital question, showing 
that the moment he found the St. John press 
had taken up the case against Fredericton, 
he wrote a note to the Leader of the Govern 
ment, offering to bury all political differences 
for the time and after that they would work 
together as one man. He would not detract 
anything from Mr Fraser who had done his 
best; but the subsidized Government press 
had falsely assailed him. The votes of nine 
men had been tendered him 1 enough to turn 
out the Government ; but he hid declined, 
and had worked with the Leader of the 
Government to secure the rights of Fred­
ericton. He spoke of the Bridge. This, 
he said, he brought before the House 
last session. He had no favored a gene­
ral subsidy bill, but having learned that 
the Government in their bill had placed 
no provision for a bridge, he and Mr Thomp­
son determined to bring up the question of 
the bridge and have it incorporated iti the 
railway scheme. The next day he referred 
to the matter in the house, and subsequently 
the subsidy for the bridge was placed in the 
bill. He asked for a subsidy of $150,000 for 
the bridge, and he had it from a reliable 
source that, until he had mentioned it, that 
$50,000 was put in the bill. He had urged 
for more, but could not get it. One of the 
things to be accomplished by the new admin­
istration would be to construct this bridge.

The County Ofeices.—The vault for the 
new offices in the Court House is fast ap­
proaching completion. It is quite an ex­
tensive affair, being 41 feet long by 11 feêt 
wide and 9 feet high on the inside. It rests 
upon a solid stone foundation eight feet 
deep, The walls are doable with -an airs 
space between. The roof is arched and will 
be two bricks thick with a heavy covering 
of earth. The vault is divided by a brick 
partition, The Registrar of Deeds will 
occupy the end next the river which will be 
lighted by a window. The County Trea­
surer will occupy the inner room. There 
are separate entrances for the two offices.

Messrs. Perley and White met 
with a very poor reception, and seemed very 
much discouraged by the want of enthusiasm 
On the other hand Messrs. Sterling and Gla­
sier met with a noble reception. The ap­
plause which greeted their appearance was 
terrific, and the many g6od points made by 
them were enthusiastically received. Every 
thing points to an Opposition victory in 
Sunbury.
