The usefulness* 
of the hospital could not fail to strike 
the heathen; to outdo the Christians, 
the apostate Emperor Julian (361- 
363), ordered that hospitals should 
be bnilt in all cities, bat these psgap 
institutions were of short duration ; 
they were not bnilt on the founda­
tion of love.

The Christian Origin of the 
Hospital.

Though many ancient nations bad 
attained to a high degree of civiliza­
tion, and produced works of rrt in 
architecture, in sculpture, in painting, 
in liters tore, which still command 
the admiration of our race, thongb 
some of them, as the Bomana and 
Greeks, displayed a remarkable skill 
of organization in the administration 
of municipalities, the government of 
provinces, in the making of war by 
lanÿ’and by sea, in ministering to 

comfort and erjoyment of the 
by the theatre and public 

games, baths and gardens ; pompons 
festivities and exhibitions; by the 
construction of water works, of 
roads, of canals, of bridges ; though 
they had schools, gymnasiums, town 
halls, libraries, places of amusement, 
fortifications, prisons, temples, in­
dustrial establishments; it did no1 
come to their enlightened minds 
that it would be a great blessing to 
have public institutions for the sick 
and the hurt, the aged and the poor, 
and that to take oare of their suffer­
ing fellow-men and fellow citizens 
was one of the most humane and 
ennobling acts. The ancients had 
do hospitals ; in their numerous 
works there is not a word about 
asylums—erected and maintained by 
the public—for the infirm. At 
present there is scarcely a town to 
be found in civilised countries with­
out one or the other hospital, and 
many cities count them by the tens. 
Not to be possessed of a hospital 
would be a disgrace for any respect­
able municipality. The hospital is 
the outcome of that love which 
Christ has brought upon this earth ; 
one among the many embodiments 
of the words: “Love ye one an­
other, as I have loved yon.” Christ 
and His Apostles taught that all are 
children of one Father in Heaven, 
that the poor end the rich, the sick 
and the healthy, the stranger and 
the friend are brothers and sisters. 
As long as the Christians were few 
and harassed by persecutions, this 
love manifested itself more in the 
form of hospitality, to the practice 
of which St. Peter and St Paul ex-
mmmmmnmnrr

Of great celebrity wee the hospital 
which St. Basil erected, mostly frpm 
charitable contributions, in the year 
369 at Caesarea ; it wee built round 
the church, and consisted of many 
well arranged rooms for sirangeny 
for sick and infi/m, :ti>r physicians 
and attendants, and workshops fot 
poor arthane; a special division was 
for the lepers, whom the saint would 
often nurse with bis own hands. 
The whole establish!! ent looked like 
a small town, and St. Gregory, of 
Nazutz, counted it among the 
greatest works of human skill and 
organization, surpassing in useful­
ness by far the pyramids of Egypt, 
the Colosseum at Rome, and other 
world-known monuments of tb' 
pagans' Particular care was taken 
of the pilgrims. The Emperor Con­
stantine and hie mother, St. Helena, 
founded several hospices for them 
in the Holy Land ; the pious Chris­
tians, imitating their example, erect­
ed similar homes in desert and 
mountainous countries and on the 
banks of rivers. The Irish bad na­
tional hospices all along the route to 
Rome through France and Germany 
King Ina founded an hospice at 
Rome in 718 for pilgrims from Eng 
land to the Sepulchres of the Apos­
tles, and the tax of one penny which 
he raised from bis subjects for the 
maintenance of this institution, was 
the beginning of the Peter’s Pence 
collection. One of the beet known 
among the hospices for travellers 
it that ou Mount St. Bernard 
among the snows of the Alps, whose 
g’orious history goes down to 
the present day. A chief factor in 
the development of the hospitals and 
charitable institutions of every kind 
were the numerous monwterieg 
which sprang np after the fourth 
century. They were, usually, con­
nected with an hospice for pilgrims 
and strangers, kept dispensaries for 
the sick of the neighborhood, and 
very often infirmaries to», in which 
the sick were nursed. From the 
12th century they began to divide 
the work of the hospitals, and to 
have separate establishments for the 
aged and infirm, for ordinary dis­
eases, for lepers, plague stricken, for 
the poor, for the foundlings, for the 
blind, for the insane. Many Reli­
gious Orders and Congregations de­
voted themselves eh the service of 
the sick ; famous among them was 
the Order of the Holy Ghost, which 
directed many hospitals. This 
Order had a great influença upon 
medicine, for the progress which the 
art of healing tnafie in the Middle 
Ages was based upon the experiences 
gathered in the well-regulated hos­
pitals of this Order. Great was tlso 
the work in attending upon the poor 
which the sister order of the 
Bagnios carried on in many parts of 
western Europe. With them vied 
the Sisters of fit. Elizabeth, the 
brothers of “ Voluntary Poverty,” 
the Canons of St. Anthony and the 
Alexisne, No town or State had 
current expenses for tbs support at 
the poor and the sick; charitable, 
foundations bad become so Burner 
ous that there was ample provision

Tbflr newspaper is 
published m shorthand, and is called 
fee Kamloops Wawa. Six years 
ago the several tribes of Indians liv­
ing along the canyons of the Thom p 
son and Fraser rivers, in British 
Columbia, were unable to write their 
languages, and had no mitten liters 
lure, although each possessed a lan- 
guage, obeyed its grammatical laws, 
and - had- an- extensive mythology 
preserved by frequent recitation. 
To-day two thousand individuals 
of these different tribes are writing 
letters to each othér in several lan­
guages and are reading a newspaper 
Siblee, and songbooks, all by means 
of shorthand Father J.M. Lejeune 
waa-aent fcosa—B-titwsy -to -British 
Columbia as a missi .nary some eigh­
teen yean ago. He conceived the 
idea of teaching thé Indians of the 
various tribes to write their language, 
and showed them a sign to repie 
sent each sound which they uttered 
in pronouncing their words. These 
signs were simply the shorthand eym 
bols of the Duployan phonographic 
system. This was ia. July, 1890 
At the close of September of the same 
year Charlie Alexis Mayons, a poor 
Indian cripple from the Lower Nic­
ola valley, was shown the system for 
the first time. He took to it intuit­
ively and apt to work -1 to decipher 
some Indian prayers which theFather 
gaye him. Before Christmas he bad 
spattered the art of writing his lan­
guage and began to communicate it 
to his-friends, who were anxious to 
learn. When a few Indiana of 
camp have learned it they are am­
bitious to teach the whole camp 
Thus the plan was to teach a few 
individuals in each camp. So - ex 
pert bavé some of these Indians be­
come that several medal* have-been 
awarded them. One diploma was 
awarded the Indian students at 
Kami oops by the shorthand exposi­
tion of Nancy.

The Rev. D-. Bappenhoener, one 
of the professors of theology in Bonn 
University, h|s passed away.

Father Le Jeune is not satis­
fied with teaching the Siwasbes to 
write lettery jo their own language by 
means of shorthand, and to read a 
paper in the same language, bat he 
has published parts of the Bible in 
nine of the different languages, using 
the same method, ggd is still laboring 
on similiar publication*. The In­
dians most using the phonetic alpha­
bet for writing are those living along 
the Thompson and fraier rivers. 
The different languages which are 
being written and read by means of 
it are Chinook, Shoeshwap, Okanagon 
Thompson, vilfofot, Stale, Skwamish, |J 

- 'Sliytuieo, It ia fa* these 
languages that the prayers, hymns, 
parts of the Bible and the catechism 
have been publjsbed. Several years 
ago the Passion Flay 
enacted at Kamloops by the In­
dians, under the direction of the 
priest. The Siwasbes seemed to en 
joy this and speak of it with much in­
terest, but one poor white man bas 
become insane since witnessihg it and 
has frequently tried to crucify him- 
self, until at last the authorities bad 
to restrain him. Jubilee day several 
letters were written to the Queen on 
sheets of birch bark, in the language 
of the Sbeeewsps, but recorded by 
the phonetic symbols. These were
transmitted to her by the Father.
