Archbishop's House Westmirster,
December 20, 1899.—Rew. Dear
Father,—The fortune of war in
South Airica fills the public mind
with justifiable anxiety.

Whilo the negotiations were pro-
ceeding public prayers pro pace
were offered throughout the diogese
at every mass vhen the rubric per.
mittel. Since thedeclaration of war
prayers have been offered in like
mapner pro tempore belli. These
prayers continue, :

A solemn requiem was sung last
month at the Pro-Cathedral for the
souls of those who bad fallen in
battle. A second public requiem
will he sung at the QOratory on the
first day available. Fanctions in
other churches will ‘be>duly an-
nouaoed .

In addition to prayers for dead,
we: should now -offer public and
united supplication for our army,
officers and men, and for speedy
suacess to the British arms.
