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TRYING TO COVER 
UP THEIR TRACKS

Opposition Trying to Obscure 
the Fact That Late Govern­

ment Legislated Away 
Rights of Ontaria.

Ottawa, April 23—The Opposition 
surely reached the limit of inconsist­
ency yesterdày when they talked pro­
vincial rights for seven hours for the 
purpose of obscuring the unobscur- 
able fact that the late Conservative 
government most decisively and flag­
rantly extinguished such rights.

The Hamilton Radial Railway com­
pany operate a street ear system in 
Hamilton and a line to the town of 
Oakville and applied' to Parliament 
for a charter to build a line some 
two hundred miles in length from 
Hamilton through the Lake Erie coun­
tries to the Detroit river. The meas­
ure received very, very casual support 
from some Liberal members, and was 
not backed by the government, and 
was finally withdrawn. On the other 
side it was noticed that Mr. E. B. 
Osier, a director of the Canadian Pa­
cific railway and member for Toronto 
was in his seat—the first time for 
months.

Whether or not the presence of Mr. 
Osier had an animating effect on his 
friends or whetner they took the tip 
from the bluster of Premier Whitney, 
they pounced on the Radial bill as an 
attempt to side-step the provincial 
legislature by seeking a charter from 
the federal parliament. For hours the 
atmosphere was surcharged with at­
tentions of the exalted regard Opposi­
tion orators entertained for the rights 
and powers of the Provincial legisla­
ture and of 'their undying hostility 
toward any and all infringement there­
on by the National parliament. The 
British North America .Act, was read, 
with commentaries for the edification 
of those whose mentality could not di­
gest the legal phraseology. Authori­
ties were quoted and misquoted. Even 
the words of the noted dead were 
brought from their dustv tombs to 
demark more finely the line between ! 
the business of Canada and the priv­
ileges of the province, and successive 
opposition speakers strained voice and 
vocabulary to convince the House that 
thev stood on the constitutional ped­
estal with deported greatness.

Unfortunately for our Opposition 
friends they have a history and so has 
the Hamilton Radial Railway com­
pany. In the year of grace 1888 Sir i 
Charles Tupoer fathered a railway 
act for Canada in which it was speci­
fically provided that when a railway 
company extended its line across the 
line of a company operating under a 
Dominion charter the crossing com­
pany thereby became also a Dominion : 
company under the jurisdiction of the 
Dominion, and under that jurisdic- j 
tion alone. Under this law in 1897 a 
judge of the Supreme Court of On­
tario declared in a judgment that 
the Hamilton Radial Railway com- j 
i any, having extended its line across 
that of thei Grand .Trunk Railway 
company tl Iwr-hr became amenable to1 
Federal juridiction i*nd to no other 
body.

Tf therefore, thé HarrrUto» Radial 
company was entitled o appear be­
fore the Parliament of Canada ioi 
amendment or extension of its charter 
it was entitled to do so because the 
legislation of Sir Charles Tupper had 
changed its status from that of a mun­
icipal or provincial concern to one 
under the control of the Dominion 
and of the Dominion alone; while if 
the Radial company were not entitled 
to ask for such powers from the Fed­
eral Parliament, the legislation of 
Sir Charles Tupper did not mean what 
it said and what the courts of Canada 
held it to mean. For the bill in which 
our Opposition friends found such 
cause of offence therefore they have 
only to thank their political ancestors 
—one of whom is the second in com­
mand of their forces today, and who 
even had the effrontery yesterday to 
join in an attack upon a measure 
which was given countenance because 
the government of which he was a 
member had legislated away the 
rights of Ontario.

The seaso< the ÿ*ar has come 

when every «itiaan‘'should "inaugurate 
some scheme forv'beantifying Ms pro­
perty, and incidentally confer a posi­
tive benefit that will redound to the 
welfare of the city of Edmonton. A 
little work and spense well directed 
will render the most unpromising 
property, mpre valuable and attrac­
tive; A few shrubs, bulbs and seeds 
of the early flowering plants will, if 
planted now, transform a rough and 
commonplace exterior into a place of 
pleasure and beauty.

This coming summer a special ef­
fort should be made in view of the 
fact that Edmonton is a veritable 
Mecca for western tourists. Thous­
ands will visit our city and it is im­
portant that a good impression 
should be made by every legitimate 
means. The city authorities are dis­
cussing a comprehensive scheme - of 
improvement in this regard, and the 
public school boards have decided to 
beautify all the public schools. AU 
that is left is for the citizens to co­
operate and supplement these laud­
able ends by beautifying their own 
premises.

Apart from the general improve­
ment in the appearance of the streets 
resulting from such a movement, aU 
citizens would co-operate in such a 
scheme if they knew how much 
pleasure there is to be obtained in a 
garden, however simple, or a well 
kept lawn, however small. Besides 
the aesthetic view of .the improve­
ment there is the sanitary benefit 
which conduces very considerably to 
the health of the locality and the city 
at large.

What is needed in the city is some 
organization that will concentrate 
the energies of the enthusiasts along 
this line and create public sentiment. 
The suggestion made at the Cana­
dian Cimb luncheon yesterday that a 
horticultural society be formed in the 
city is a good one, calculated not 
only to create public sentiment, but 
to sieze it and organize it, and give 
practical expression to the latent 
aesthetic taste in every citizen.

BRIBERY IN LONDON.

Unusual Case Up In Old Condon. 
Officials Charged With Accepting 

Bribes.

London, April 29.—The first trial 
here in a long time of municipal 
officials for receiving bribes began 
today, when six members, of the 
West Ham, an eastern suburb of 
London, Board of Guardians, and 
four workhouse tod infirmary 
officials, appeared in the dock of the 
criminal court charged with accept­
ing money for award ng contracts for 
coal and other supplies and for ap­
pointing minor officials. The sum* 
involved are comparatively small. It 
is charged, for instance, that a doc­
tor paid $500 for a hospital appoint­
ment. Attorney-General Walton and 
three assistants are prosecuting the 
officials, who are defended by a large 
array oi counsel. ,

President of Alberta Farmers 
, Association Writes From 

Ireland.

Joshua Fletcher, president of the 
Alberta Farmers’ association, who is 
at present on a visit to Ireland, writes 
interestingly to The Bulletin from 
Londonderry. He says:

“I left London M, 5.30 o’clock on 
Friday afternoon, 22nd ^ March, and 
reached thè port of Fleetwood at 10.45. 
The steamer “Duke of York” was 
ready to sail from Belfast. At the end 
oi a smooth passage the morning 
found us tied to the wharf at" Ire­
land's commercial centre in the north. 
The sun shone brightly and the wind 
was warm and pleasant. The shop 
windows made a good display df Irish 
taste and talent in their decoration fir 
Easter trade; and Belfast, a thor- 
oughlymodern town, looked her best.

Belfast’s Growth Liks the West.
At present Ireland enjoys a pros­

perity before unknown. Belfast has 
grown like a western town, with its 
paved streets and an excellent system 
of electric cars and street lights. It is 
the centre oi the Irish linen trade, and 
has what .is said to be the largest rope 
and cord works in the world. The 
shipbuilding is very extensive and em­
ploys about fifteen thousand men. The 
whole, population is about three hyn- 
dred and forty thousand. ,It would 
.be a big, city if we had it in western 
Canada. The great rush of young men 
who have gone to Canada has left the 
Irish labor market not over supplied, 
but I,am told that the young women 
of this country far outnumber the 
positions of fair employment. Hun­
dreds of these young women from 
respectable homes would gladly go tu 
Canada—and every person in Canada 
knows there is room for them—bat 
how are they'to save the money to pay 
their passage and maintain them­
selves until they obtain employment 
iji a new country? In these "days, 
when men are scarce, there is much 
of the work on western farms which 
these girls conld do ; and it wdbld be 
lighter and less severe than the work 
they do at home. The dairy - and 
poultry, and even the sheep and hog 
industries, would afford employment 
better in every respect than that in 
which they are now Engaged.
A» Domestics They Would be a Boon.

As domestics they would to a large 
extent replace the Chinaman—and 
this in itself would be very desirable. 
During the coming year the adminis­
tration at Ottawa will be pressed very 
hard to suspend the restrictions 
against Asiatic labor on the plea that 
the country needs the workers. Thre- 
fore, it becomes us, who strongly op­
pose this kind of labor, to suggest any 
means by which it may be replaced. 
Sir Wilfrid Laurier clearly read the 
sentiments of our people—particularly 
in British Columbia, when he raised 
the head tax on Chinamen to five 
hundred dollars. Now, let us do what 
wfe can to get both men and women 
of qur own race, and close the mouths 
of the railway constructors and the 
cannery men of British Columbia. 
They are clamoring for cheap labor 
irrespective of sentiment or morality, 
and we must be on our guard, or our 
country will be deluged with the cop­
per colored slaves of southern China. 
In our new provinces the departments 
of agriculture, are to some extent tak­
ing charge of the creamery arid poul­
try business, and we are being asked 
to take up other lines. Now, why 
could they not engage the services f 
some of these young women and at 
least give them a start? They could 
learn all that they need to know about 
these branches in less than a year, 
and a large number of them would l.e 
married and have homes of their own 
before that.

Lethbridge, April 29.—The program 
for the Natal Day celebration of the 
City of Lethbridge on May 9 has been 
finally matured, and the prospects 
are that the event will eclipse al 
previous efforts in the west. The 
appropriations have been made for 
the various sub-committees, includ­
ing a handsome sum for prizes for 
the best features of the parade, and 
provision for a monster exhibition < 
pyrotechnics in the evening. The 
city, of course, bears the expenses of 
the entire celebration, including the 
full expenses of visiting bands and 
athletic teams. It is now probable 
that a large banquet at which the 
notables of the province will be 
successfully arranged for, and that 
the largest floor space in southern 
Alberta will be secured for banquet 
purposes.

The program, as finally arranged, 
gives nearly the whole morning to 
the parade, which in its various fea­
tures will illustrate the progress of 
Lethbridge, and the district of which 
it is thè geographical and commercial 
centre. Among the various divisions 
of the parade will be three bands, 
the Lethbridge, cadets, a band of 
mounted Indians, the school child­
ren, athletic teams in uniform, the 
fire brigade, a mercantile section of 
large proportions, and a trade section 
which will include every organized 
trade. The trade and mercantile sec­
tions wjll be gay with floats.

The afternoon attractions will be 
matches on the public square free to 
all. A football match between the 
Maples Leafs, of Lethbridge, and 
either Coal Creek, or Pincher Creek, 
and a lacrosse match between Leth­
bridge and either Medicine Hat or 
High Riyer are also on the card.

The evening program will be in 
many respects the best of the day, 
consisting of a massed band concert 
on the public square, while the fire­
works display is in progress. The 
closing feature will be the banquet.

It is likely that special railway 
rates and trains will be arranged for 
to convey the hosts of visitors from 
all prints between Cranbrook and 
Medicine Hat east and west . and 
Great Falls and Edmonton north and 
south. An accommodation commit­
tee is making ample arrangements 
for taking care of the visitors.

Bad Weather In Northwestern States.
Kansas City, Mo., April 29.—A com­

bination of snow, sleet and, rain was 
reported this morning in this part of 
the southwest with freezing weather 
prevailing here from the Nebraska- 
line to Kansas.

NO CARS, NO COAL.

Everyone must view with consider­
able apprehension the present, state 
of affairs in the Alberta coal mining 
region. But back of the question 
.which occupies the foreground today 
is- a larger question which has a di­
rect relation to the whole difficulty. 
That question is the car supply.

The question of wages and an eight- 
hour law can be settled with only 
Comparative difficulty. The provincial 
government has decided to give an 
eight-hour law in Alberta as they 
have it in British Columbia. This 
iwill remove a most contentious phase 
of the situation. The question of 
'wages will present no difficulty. The 
demand for coal is above the supply 
making ideal conditions for the mine 
worker and the operator. Common 
sense and forbearance on both sides 
will in time prevail and establish 
harmonious relations.

But the problem of car supply re­
mains. Lack of cars keeps the mines 
V « king irregularly and disturbs the 
normal relations between operators 
and miners to a point where arbitra­
tion and conciliation are fruitless, 
and an equitable arrangement im­
possible. The crux of the situation is : 
No cars, no coal. The enigma to 
solve is to furnish enough cars to re­
move the full product of the mines. 
Storage is impossible. The necessary 
expense of storing and handling a 
second time would create a new and 
more serious problem.

The truth about car shortage is 
voiced by every company operating 
in the coal district. The capacity of 
the Lethbridge mines is 1,200 tons a 
day, yet the net averages 300 tons a 

ay. The Frank board oi trade state 
that from May to October last year 
the mines were only working halt 
time. The capacity of the mines in 
the Frank district is 4,500 tons a day 
with one shift; with two shifts this 
output could be doubled. Yet the av­
erage production had been only 2,500 
tons a day. The Hillcrest mines, 
which could have produced 45,'"! 
tons from October 15 to January o!',V" 
produced 6,000 tons in that time. Is 
It any wonder there was a coal fa­
mine last season? During the month 
of January the Hillcrest mine was 
furnished with only 26 cars of 30 tons 
each so that the total output for that 
month was only 780 tons, whereas the 
capacity of the mine is 600 tons a 
day.

Sir Thomas Shaughnessy’s state­
ment that the C. P. R. are making 
heavy investments for increasing 
rolling stock, if true will be welcome 
news to the west.
