His manneérs are quite
natural, and have a rude dignity and
force. What tells is the sense of a
tremendous conviction somewherz at
the back of his life. There is 2o
pleading, there are no sweet and
gentle thoughts, no breath of 'the
spirit from on high. It is the naiural
man, with a burning sense of a great
social wrong upon him, lashing out at
his enemy, inflaming his bretiren
with his own passion, pouring his own
intoxication into- their blood. It is
anger and wrath—genuine, and nét
simulated. If it were mnot real, it
could not impress as it does. Jim
Larkin speaks out the heart of the
‘bottom dog’—the dog who has been
bruised and beaten, and now, goad-
ed into fury, turns upon the beater,
On his lips the wrongs of his class be-
come articulate. I think his wkhole
pewer lies within that narrow groove
and in the narrowness of ‘it arz at
once the danger and the safety.

The important problem of the In-
dians has been somewhat cver-
shadowed by the Botha-Herizog split,
which may alter the whole course of
South African politics.

On Saturday, General Hertzog's
followers to the number of ninety ieft
the South African Party Congress in a
body, but General Botha's supporiers
number 131, and the question of final
secession is to be considered at a
special Congress to be held in Janu-
ArY.

The Times thus summarizes the
