LONDON,: Qgt. 17. -(A.P.’)v——‘rhe gov-,
ernments of the:cotton growifig areas
of the British- Empire,’ ‘with “the ald
of the British Board of, Tra(o, will at-
tempt to pass ‘legislation ‘during the
winter months “which, it is claimed,
will result in more than doubling the
cotton production of the empire. Most
of the aid will be subsidies to the
tarmers and the establishment of bet-
ter transportation conditions.

With this start'the government will
endeavor to make'the empire self-
sustaining in the - production of cot-
ton. Another factor in the scheme will
be a greater control of cotton prices
by English growers and buyers, and
a sufficient supply of cotton, without
foreign buying, to supply the great
manufacturies of North England.

To Kenya and Uganda, the largest
cotton producing areas at the present
time, a loan of more than $17,500 ,000°
will be made to build railroads and
