He waa also Secretary to the 
second Oxford Commission, which effected 
many alterations in the constitution and 
government of the University, and was à 
member of the Popular Education Com­
mission appointed in"'1868. The same 
year he was appointed to the Regius Pro­
fessorship of Modern History at Oxford, 
and he held this chair till 1866. His 
tenure of the chair was marked by the de­
livery of a large number of brilliant pub­
lic lectures, which, under the guise of 
history, served really as vigorous political 
pamphlets on the Liberal side. Of this 
kind especially were the lectures on Pym, 
Cromwell, and Pitt, afterwards delivered 
in the north of England and republished. 
Professor Gold win Smith was a prominent 
champion of the American Federal Gov­
ernment during the Civil War, when he 
wrote “Does the Bible sanction American 
Slavery/’ 1863; “On the Morality of the 
Emancipation Proclamation,” 1863; and 
other pamphlets on the same subject.

The project is again revived to construct 
a railway from Victoria to Shoal Harbor, 
Saanich peninsula; a ferry from thence to 
a point on the mainland at or near the 
mouth of the Fraser river, and a branch 
line from there to Westminster, extend­
ing the line from Ladner’s Landing to 
connect with the American system of rail­
ways at Boundary Bay.

’ Vancouver News-Advertiser has felt itself

Such an 
iction would be a bitter commentary 
upon Sir George's faith in the Dominion’s 
progress, and her possession of a territory, 
large enough, rich enough, and beautiful 
enough to answer all the needs of any 
man. There is little doubt that Mr. Van 
Horne’s election as Sir George’s successor 
was due very greatly to the latter’s in­
fluence. Time alone will tell whether or 
not the choice has been a happy one.

ian steamer brings copies of the Welling­
ton Post, containing an article in which it 
states that a Chinese imperial proclama­
tion and edict have been received by some 
of the leading Chinese merchants in Dune­
din from a high official in Pekin. The 
preamble sets forth that whereas Great 
Britain has entered into treaties with 
China from time to. time, which conferred 
special privileges ou English merchants, 
traders and others, who were thereby per­
mitted to carry on business throughout 
the greater portion of the Chinese, em­
pire; and whereas those treaties WW 
tered into, so far aa China was concerned, 
very reluctantly and only through the 
superiority of tfie British army, the im­
perial government of China ye^rd* the re­
cent treatment of its subjects 
throughout the Australian colonies aa 
illegal and aa a breach of the treaty.

The proclamation goes on to say that 
the Chinese imperial army numbers IS,- ' 
000,000 soldiers, who, however, at present 
are not armed with such effective or mod­
ern weapons, nor are they so well drilled 
as are the armies of western nations.
