BANK OF MONTREAL,

Reserve Fund Exceeds Fifty Per Cent.
But Will Still Be Added to—
Over Speculation.

Montreal, June 6.—Special)—A warn-
ing against over-speculation was given
by Mr. Clouston, general manager of the
Bank of Montreal, at the annual meet-
ing yesterday. After alluding to the
general prosperity of the country and the
strong position of the bank, he said:
“The only unfavorable feature in sight
is the excessive increase in call loans of
$9,600,000, most of which, I am afraid,
is occasioned largely by speeculative
operations, some of them of dubious
value. This condition will probably
correct itself some day, and may occa-
sion individual losses to speculators, but
should not affect the general prosperity.”

SCHEME FOR MEDIATION.
Provisions of Draft Adopted by Com-

mittee—Russian Naval Sug-
gestion Rejected.

The Hague, June 6.—The naval section
of the armaments committee have unani-
mously rejected the Russian proposals.

The arbitration committee have adept-
ed the scheme of mediation reported by
the drafting committee, without modi-
fication, although it is stipulated that
it shall be subject to modifications at
the second reading.

Articles 1 and 2 are declaratory, to
the effect that the signatory powers, in
order to prevent a recvurse to force, have
agreed to effect pacific solutions of
differences, ‘and will, except in excep-
tional cirecumstances, before an appeal
to force, have recourse-to the mediation
of one or more friendly powers.

‘Article ‘8 provides ' that independently
-of 3 recourse to such. amicable mean
any friendly power may offer good offices
of -mediation without such  offer being
considered an unfriendly act.

Article 4 provides that the role of
mediator shall consist in the reconcilia-
tion of conflicting claims and the allay-
ing of bitterness between states at vari-
ance. )

Article 5 defines the limitations  of
the functions of the mediator. They
shall cease when one of the parties to
the dispute or the mediator says the
arrangement is not accepted.

Article 6 says that the good offices
contemplated are exclusively of the
character of friendly counsel.

Article 7 asserts that mediatien shall
not stop preparations for war except by
a convention for the purpose.

Article 8 says that during 30 days the
question in dispute shall be considered
28 referred exclusively to the mediatory
powers.

THE GASPESIA’S TROUBLES.

A Great Day
For Orientals.

Gttawa Disaliows Prohibition of
their Employment Under
Provincial Charter.

And Side-Tracks Proposal to In-
crease Head 'Tax—Dawson
Telegraph.

Ottawa, June 5.—Within four days of

the .time limit under the cOnstitution,
two acts of the British Columbia legis-
lature prohibiting Japanese and Chinese
from being employed va any public work
in that province carrieq on under a
provincial charter, have been disallowed.
One is a general statute embodying the
foregoing principle. The other is an act
relating to tramways, which also places
u bar upon Chinese and Japanese, The
action of the Ottawa government is the
direct outcome of the request of the Im-
perial government.

Some twenty private acts of incorpora-
tion in which the anti-Japanese clause
was incorporated have been left un-
touched, as it could not be ascertained
how far the interests of the corporations
might be prejudicially affected. by sud-
denly depriving them of their charters.

The Dominion government, if it were
possible, would have simply disallowed
the anti-Japanese clause, but there is no
provision® in the constitution permitting
of the vetoing of the portion of an act.
It must be the whole or none. Accord-
ingly these private acts have been left
to their operation.

Chinese in Luck, Too.

After private bills this evening, Mr:
Maxwell moved the second reading of
his bill to amend the Chinese immigra-
tion act by increasing the tax from $50
to $500. He supported his measure by a
long speech in vigorous protest against
the encouragement or even toleration of
Chinese immigration.

‘When he closed Mr. Ellis raised the
point of order that the bili imposed a tax
and therefore could only come in by reso-
lution and with the consent of the Gov-
ernor-General-in-council,

Sir Hibbert Tupper suggested that as
this levy was not made on the peopie in
general the rule might not apply; but
the Premier thought the point was well
taken.

BISHOP DURIEN DEAD.

A Pioneer Priest of British Columbia,
With a Noble Reecord.

Vancouver, June 1.—Right Rev. Paul
Duriem, O. M, 1., Roman Catholic Bish-
op ¢f New Westminster, passed away at
2:20 o’clock this morning at the hospital
of St. Louis College. His Lordship had
been ill several weeks, and yesterday af-
ternoon it was thought that he would not
live through the might. The dying pre-
late was surrounded by many old friends
and fellow workers in the great cause
for which he has so earnestly strived in
this province. Bishop Dontonwill was
among those present. The funeral will
be held at tha Mission on Saturday.
Paul Durien was born at St. Pal-de-
Mons, Diocese Du Puy, France, Decem-
ber 3, 1830. He was educated at the
Manistroi Seminary, studied theology at
Marseilles, and was ordained to the
priesthood in 1854. Coming to Cami@a
in the same year as a member of the
Congregation -of Oblates, he lqboreq for
many years as a missionary in British
Oolumbia, and his name is honored all
ever the province for the noblg work he
did in those pioneer days. In beptember,
1890, he was appointed first Bishop of
Westminster, having jurisdiction of the
whole of British Columbia, with the ex-
ception of Vancouver Island. St. Peter’s
QCathedral, St. Louis College, an acad-
emy for girls, St. Mary’'s hospital, ax}d
many other institutions ﬂnq churches in
his diocese owe their existence very
largely to His Lordship’s efforts.

Sir Wilfrid referred to the documents
only so far as to show the difference be-
tween the British and United States pro-
posals. 'These differences are two. As
to tribunal of arbitration, the British
| commissioners proposed arbitration by
three men—one chosen by each party andé
the third by the other two. The United
States proposed a commission of aix
men appointed by each side. Objection
is made to this tribunal that as there
would be no referee, it would afford ne
guarantee of finality, The other differ-
ence relates to the matter to be arbitrat-
ed. The British side was willing te
accept 50 years’ undisputed possession
as a good title, and the United States
proposed that all territory now occupied

by that country should be assigned ®e
the States, whether conveyed by treaties
or not. The British commissioners could
not accept this preliminary, and se the
whole negotiations were arrested, and
this subject removed from discussion by
the commissioners.

Sir Charles Tupper asked whether a
modus vivendi bad been' redched as to
possession of the disputed territory in
the meantime. ' Sir Wilfrid Laurier said
provisional bongdaries had been estab-
lished at the summits of the White Pass
and Chilkoot Pass, and preparations teo
establish one on the Dalton trail are
under econsideration.

Sir Charles,pointed out that the auth-
orized statement at the time the negotia-
tions ceased was that the proceedings
had been adjourned. More recently it
had been discovered that negetiations
had been entirely arreusted, with the inr
tention of not resuming unless the Alas-
kan boundary question was removed.
This fact now disclosed places the Cana-
dian commisgioners in a better light than
their previous statement. Sir Charles
could not ' possibly imagine why the:
United States should have declined t¢
accept as a basis of negotiations the
principles accepted in the Venezuela ar
bitration. His own fear was that Cana-
dian interests would suffer by the adep-
tion of the 50 years rule.

Last vear Mr. Sifton, in spite of warn-
ings of the opposition side, had admitted
that the settlements on the Lynn Canal
coast had been in occupation adverse to
Canada “ from time immemorial,” but
Sir Charles could not see that the United
States or Russia ceuld have acquired a
post title by occupation of territory
which the Russian treaty of 1825 dis-
tinctly assigned to QOanada. g
