Heia, Prussia, Sept. 12—Emperor Wil- • 
iiam( • Prince Henry of Prussia, Admiral ^ 
Tirpitz, secretary of the admiralty, and 
others in attendance on the two Em- • 
perors, dined with the Czar on board 
the Russian Imperial yacht Standart, 
after tiie imposing reception yesterday.

The Czar before dinner personally 
bestowed the order of St. Andrew on the 
German Imperial Chancellor, Count yon 
Bulow, and on Count von Euienberg, 
and gave portraits of himself to the 
lesser German dignitaries.

Emperor William decorated •Count 
Lnmsdorff, the Russian foreign minister, 
with tiie order of merit of the Prussian 
Crown and presented Baron Fredericks, 
m nister of the Prussian Imperial house­
hold and aide-de-camp general, with the 
Grand Cross of the Red Eagle.

The Czar and Emperor William re­
mained on deck nntil alter 11 o clock 
looking at the illuminated vessels. In 
the meanwhile the western, or blue 
squadron, which takes part in the man­
oeuvres today, put to sea, each Mip 
sa’uting as it passed the Standart. The 
Czar has appointed Emperor IVidiam 
to be chief of the Russian Dragoon 
Regiment, Narvano 39, one of the most 
famous in the Russian army. Its form­
er chief was Admiral the Grand Duke 
Constantine Nicolai vitch. Emperor 
William conferred with the Czar m the 
uniform of the Empress Alexandra re- 
g ment, the Secopd Dragoon Regiment 
of the Prussian Guard.

Herr Most objected volubly 
to the arrest, but to no purpose, and he 
was locked up at police headquarters as 
a “suspicious person.” 
fused to allow him to see anyone or to 
make a statement, the captain declaring 
he would not allow the prisoner to pose 
as a martyr. The complaint against him, 
which covers five and a half typewritten 
pages, is based on and quotes iu full an 
editorial which Most printed in his pa­
per on September T. It reads in part:

“The greatest of all follies in the world 
is the belief that there can be a crime 
of any sort against despots and their 
accomplices. Such a belief is in itself 
a crime. Despots are outlaws, they are 
in humm shape, what the tiger is 
among the beasts; to spare them is a 
crime- As despots make use of every­
thing, tie-chery, poison, murder, so 
everything should be employed against 
them. Yes, the crime directed against 
them is not merely a right, it Is also the 
duty of everyone who has the opportun­
ity to carry it out and will be his glory it 
it is successful. Revolution is nothing 
but defence; murder as an instrument 
of defence is not merely allowed, it is a 
dutv towards society when it is directed 
against a p ofessional.

“We know our enemies, we know them 
all and everywhere personally. There 
can be no abso ute success if they are 
again spared. Whatever stands on the

TOURISTS BICYCLES.

Special Pivileges Withdrawn From 
League of American Wheelmen.

Ottawa, Ont., Sept. 12.—(Special.)— 
The department of customs has made a 
ruling to the effect that tourists bicycles 
hereafter brought into Canada by mem­
bers of the League of American Wheel­
men, are subject to customs duty. The 
privilege heretofore granted to members 
of the league of bringing in their bicycles 
without a deposit of duty, is withdrawn. 
All tourists bicycles brought into Can­
ada are now liable to duty, subject, 
however to a refund of duty deposited 
if bikes be exported within six month!
