T.ondon, M¥ec, 3.—Great Britain and
(;oimany, according to official state-
ments made here, have commenced puni-
{ive measures against Venezuela. Ger-
man war vessels, it is stated, are al-
ycady on the scene of the contemplated
action, and Great Britain by tomorrow
<hould have a squadron there. Mean-
while the A. P. correspondent is in-
formed that no definite answer has yet
leen received from ‘Washington by the
iinanciers here, who wish to bring about
a pacific settlement. If the United States
i< willing to give its moral support.to
the request that Venezuela be allowed
time to fulfil the suggested bargain, the
plans thereof will at once be submitted
1o the British Foreign office. If Wash-
ington refuses, it is possible that the
financial houses mot interested will drep
the plan altogether. In the latter al-
termative, the Venezuelan delegation here
is likely to submit the suggested settle-
ment to the British and German gov-
ertments with an applicdtion for time to
admit of their entering into negotiations
with other financial interests. The 'As-
sociated Press correspondent is in a
position to state that Venezuela offers
the payment of a unified loan of over
£3.000,000 interest yearly, guaranteed
Iy the customs, with the establishment
of a European bank at Caracas to sup-
erintend  the  collection. If such a
method is now followed, the Venezuelan
delegation maintains that all claims can
eventually be met, whereas it alleges
that the temporary seizure of the cus-
toms would so disturb the commierce of
the country as to practically render it
impossible to satisfy the Buropean bond-
lolders and might precipitate another
revolution.

Port of Spain, Island of Trinidad,
Dec. 3.—Agents of the Venezuelan in-
surgeunts in Trinidad say that a new
plan of campaign has been adopted,
and that the centre of the republic in
future will be the scene of operations,
which, they claim, are certain to resu't
in the entry of Gen. Matos into Car-
acas. This was also the revolutionists’
idea when they were attacked by Presi-
dent Castro at La Victoria, where they
were defeated. It is asserted that their
retirement thence was due to a change
of plans. The truth seems to be that
the revolutionany party is without capa-
ble direction in Venezuela. The sub-
ordinates of Gen. Matos advised him to
leave the country and permit them to
conduct the military operations. butsthe
revolutionary generals, inm il ia
stances, were jealous of each other. Gen.
Ferrara holds Ciudad Bolivar independ-
ently, having received no support from
Gen. Matos. Venezuela is heartily sick
of the revolution, and wants peace. A
feeling is developing, especially among
the commercial interests, which have
been greatly injured by the long period
of unrest, in fayor of the intervention
of the United States. This is not ac-
ceptable to President Castro or the
chiefs of the revolution, who are hostile
to any move by Washington to interfere
with “their plans.  The revolutionists
charge the United States with -aiding
President Castro. In support of this
contention, they point to the !a_llnre of
Secretary Hay to declare the attitude of
the United States respecting the block-
ade of the Orinoco. - If it is true that
President Castré has arranged with
Germany, his continuance .in office for
a time, at least, is. assured. He has a
sufficient force to meet the wevolution
and repel the filibustering gxpedxtmns
from ‘Colombia. That he will be able
to aunihilate the revolutionists does not
appear to be possible. So long as he is
in power, the President’s enemies as-
sert, he will have a rebellion on hand,
and the same condition will undgubtedly
mark the administration of his suc-
cessor. 'The revolutionists claim that
almost the entire country, supports Gen,
DMatos. This is an optimistic statement.
The only man able to unite the Vene-
zuelans is “Elmocho” (Gen. Hernandez),
who is a prisoner.

That May Prove a- i

Vancouver, Dec. 8.—A Chinese child
murder is puzzling the police of Van-
couver. ' ‘On Saturday last some nine or
ten Chinese 'were seen digging a hole
in the ground, and apparently in the aet
of burying something in the bushes. On
Chief North being notified, he sent Offi-
cer ‘Layland to clear up the mystery at
this morning. That officer repaired
to ‘the spot: with a spade, and soon dis-
covered where the earth had 'befn Te-
cently disturbed and dug down ‘aboat
18 inches. - The shovel then struck a
box, which he pulled out and opened.
Inside the box wae the body of a child,
with- its head severed, with the excep-
tion of the spinal cord. " He did not in-
vestigate further, but brought the bex
to the undertaker’s'and sent for the city
Physician, Dr. McAlpine. Dr.' Mc-Al-
pine being interviewed subsequently by
the Colonist, stated that on examin-
ation of the body, he found that the
child’s head had been almost severed
with a sharp instrument. The infant
bhad been killed, apparently, immediately
after it was born. As the child was so
young, he could not say whether it was
Chinese or white. :
Another mystery regarding the finding
of the child is that a board was found
in the grave with ‘Chinese characters on
it, explaining that ‘the child had mnot
been born alive.

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Blows Up

Qil Steamer Undergoing Repairs
at San Francisco Destroyed
p by Explesion.

At Least Twelve Men Missing
and Many Others Are
£ Injured.

Vessel Well Known in Victeria
and Formerly Employed in
Northern Trade.

I

San [Francisco, Cala.,, Dec. 3.—While
the steamer Progresso was lying at the
wharf of the Fulton Iron Works at Har-
bor View, this morning, an explosiop oc-
curred. As a result, 12 men are missing,
a score were more or less seriously in-
jured, and property valued at $200,000
de-sEroyed. The aisaster occurred at
9:45 o’clock, while 40 mechanics of the
Iron Works and 20 employees of the
ship were on board. Below the decks
the mechanics were busy completing the
work of changing the vessel from a coal
burning coal carrier to an -oil -burning
oil carrier, when suddenly one of the
oil tanks blew up, men weve hurled
against the steel walls and a sheet of
fame came sweeping into their faces.
T'liose on the upper deck were hurled in-
’t(‘) the air or thrown into the wateb,
Three sailors engaged in washing paint
outside the pilot house, disappeared as
the cloud of black smoke came np from
the ship, and were seen no more.
Jollowing the explosion, the ship sag-
ged in the centre, showing that she had
broken in two. The faces and hLands
of many of the officials and clerks in
tue otfice, 20 feet away, were cut by
dymmg glass, but with the mechanies
they set to work to rescue men from
the burning vessel. A stream of'burniug
oil, running from the tanks, spread out
unril the saip lay on waves of fire. The
flames crept under the wharf and soon
the timbers were blazing, adding to the
difficulty of the rescuing parties. As
the ship was built of steel, the fire was
vearly all below decks. There were
14 oil tanks containing about 400 bar-
rols of oil in all, and despite the efforts
of the fire department, this continued to
burn fiercely for an hour after the ex-
plosion. 'Several minor explosions, due
to the flames going from tank to tank
occurred at short intervals, but all the
injury and loss of life was caused by
the first one. One peculiarity of the ex-
plosion was that several men who were
on the other side of the bulkhead from
where it occurred, were uninjured, while
othpns farther away were badly hart.
It is estimated that the Progresso was
worth about $170,000.
James Spiers, jr., general manager of
the Fulton Iron Works, is positive that
the explosion was due to the oil, and
not to the bursting of the boiler. His
theory is that gas was generated in one
of the oil tanks.
X Thg steamer Progresso is well known
in this port, having been engaged in the
Klendike trade, running. from Seattle and
Victoria under the flag of the Seabtie-
¥ukon Trading company, which eperated
“The Big Square” line, connecting with
river eteamers on the Yukon. She is a
steamer of 1,445 tons net, and since she
left the Klondike trade in 1899 she has
been engaged in the coal cdrrying trade,
together with the other vessels of the
Saginaw Steel Steamship company be-
tween Tacoma and San Francisco. She
had arrived at San Francisco with coal
a short time before the accident, and
was converted from.:a coal to an oil
burner at San [Francisco, it being the
inteution of her owners to make her an
oil carrier operating between New York
and Galveston, and tanks had been plac-
ed in the vessel for this purpose.

Grand Trunk
Official Speaks

Vice-President Tells the Colo-
nist Object of Ris Mis-
sion.
His Company Not at All Iden-
titled With the Canadian
Northern.

In an interview with a representative
of the WColonist yesterday -eWaing, Mr.
Frank W, Morse, third ‘vied&president
of the Grand ‘frunk railway wsystem,
made the following statement:

**The mission of Mr. Wainwright and
myself in the West is to confirm - the
reports that have recently appeared in
the press, emanating from Mr. Chas. M.
Hays, second vice-president and general
manager, wherein he stated that the
Grand Trunk railway system had de-
cided to become a transcontinental line,
building from a point conmeeting with
what is known as the North Bay line,
in Northern Ontario, to the Pacific
Coast, the exteunsion being known uas
the Grand Trunk Pacific railway. It
is uet possible at this time to state what
will be the exact location of the new
live, other than that it will be North of
that section of the country mow trav-
ersed by the Canadian Pacific railway.
Upon securing the proper legislation we
will put in the field a number of engin-
eering corps, and as soon as their re-
ports are received we will select the
route -for the new line, and immediately
commence construction. Work will be
pushed and we expect to commence,
building at several different points. This:
will be possible, inasmuch as we will bel
able to use-the Canadian Pacific rail-|
way for carrying our material to the in-
terior. The outside limit for completing
the line, after actual work is started,
will be five years. We hope, however,
and expect to, operate the line well
within the limit named.

“We feel that no company now in ex-
istence, or to be formed, can so ably
serve the Canadian Northwest, as the
Grand Trunk—for the reason that we
have in Ontario and Quebec a fully de-
veloped railroad. During the past few
years large sums of money have been
spent for the purpose of improving the;
physical condition of the Grand Trunk
property, in the way of reducing grades,
double-tracking, improving station and
terminal facilities at all important
points,, increasing side track capacity at
the stations of minor importance, besides
adding largely to our equipment, mod-
ern locomotives and cars.

“We have felt that in the Eastern
provinces through which we run, we
have a railroad that is equal to any on
the continent, and our facilities are such
that we can handle advautageousiy and,
satisfactorily to our patrons, a largely !
increased trafiic; and for this reagon we
wish to extend into the Northwest.

His Annual
Statement

President Roosevelt Makes His
Yearly Address to United
States Congress.

Large Portion of It Devoted ,to/
Necessity of Dealing With
Trusts.

And Best Methods of Bring.
ing Capital and Labor Into
Harmony.

Washington, Dec. 2.—President Roose-
velt’s message at the beginming of the
second session of the §7th Congress was
lsubmitted today. It was in part as fol-
OWS:

In my message to the present Con-
gress, at its first session, I discussed at
length the question of the reguia‘ion of
those big corporations commonly doing
an interstate business, often with snae
tendency to monopoly, which are popu-
larly known as ‘“‘trusts.”” The experi-
ence of the past year has emphasized, in
my opinion, the desirability of tha steps
I then proposed. A fundamental ;e-
quisite of social efficiency is a high stan-
dard of individual energy and excel-
lence; but this is in nowise inconsistent
with power to uct in combination for
aims which cannot se well be achieved
by the individual acting alone. A fun-
damental base of civilization is the in-
violability of property, but this is in no-
wise inconsistent with the right of so-
ciety to regulate the exercise of the arti-
ficial powers which it confers upon the
owners of property, under the name of
corporate franchises, in such a way as
to prevent the misuse of these powers.
Corporations, and especially combina-
tions of corporations, should be man-
aged under public regulations. ‘Experi-
ence has shown that under our system
of government the necessary supervision
cannot be obtained by state action. It
must, therefore, be achieved by nation-
al action. Our aim is not to do away
with corporations; on the contrary, these
big aggregations are an inevitable de-
velopment of modern industrialism, and
the effort to destroy them would be fu-
tile. This is accomplished in ways that
would work the utmost mischief to the
entire body politicc. We can do nothing]
of good in the way of regulating and
supervising these corporations until we
fix clearly in our minds that we are not
attacking the corporations, but endeav-
oring to do away with any evil in them.
We are not hostile to them; we are
merely determined that they shall be so
handled as to subserve the public good.

GUILTY OF LIBEL.

Trial at Manila Goes Against the Lib-
. ertas.

Manila, Dec. 1.—The trial of the edi-
tors of the paper Libertas, a friar’s or-
gan, and strongly anti-American in its
poliecy, for libeling General Bell, who
was accused by the paper of stealing
the profits from the sale 'of rice and
foot-stuffs in Batangas and Mindoro dur-
ing the reconcentration period, concluded
today and resulted in the conviction of
the director of the paper, Emamuel Ra-
vago, and the acquittal of Friar Fama-
yo, the paper’s religious editor. The
prosecutor experienced some - dificulty
in showing the identity of the publish-
ers of the Libertas, although .Ravago
finally testified that he alone was re-
sponsible. At the opeming of the hear-
ing the defence admitted thaf the libel-
ous article was false, thus excluding the
testimony of General Bell. Dan Davis,
the-civil commissioner, who had arrang-
ed the transfer of the poor fund in
question to the Philippine government.
The trial failed to disclose ithe actual
author of the article, and it is pos-
sible that another Dominican priest may
be arrested. The judge in passing judg-
,ment, suggested the enactment of a
statute requiring newspapers to publish
or register the names of their proprie-
tors and responsible editors in order to
prevent anonymous journalism. The
sentence of Ravago was deferred.

Mr. Mosel*y adds that it
was the opinion of the delegates that
the federation should not be established
in England so much for the purpose of
settling strikes or labor disputes, but
to jump into the breach the instant there
was any sign of impending trouble be-
tween capital and labor. and that it
should rather be for the purpose of
preventing disputes than of settling
them.

able in its provisions and effective 'in
its operations, upon which the questions
can be finaliy adjudicated that now raise
donbts as to the unecessity of constitu-
tional amendment. 1f it proves impos-
sibie to accomplish the purposes above
set forth by such a law, then be assured
that we should not shrink from amend-
ing the constitution so as to secure be-
yond peradventure the power sought.
/ ‘Congress has unot heretofore made any
appropriations for the better enforce-
ment of the anti-trust law as it now
stands. Very much has bepn wow done
by the parliament of justice in seeuring
the enforcement of this law, but much
more could be done if (Congress would
make a special appropriation for this
purpose to be expended under the direc-
tion of the attorney-general. Ome pro-
position advocated has heen the reduc-
tion of the tariff as a means of reach-
ing the evils of the trusts which .fall
within the category I have described.
Not merely would this be wholly inef-
fective, but the diversion of our efforts
in such a direction would mean the
abandonment of all intelligent attempt
to do away with these evils.

NOT HOODWINKED.

1 ‘Germany and Britain Will Act iu Con-

cert in Venezuela.

Berlin, Dec. 1.—President Castro has
tried by every meanse to keep Great
Britain and Germany apart in discuss-
ing the settlement, intimating or prom-
ising first one thing and then another.
Germany having entered into a gener-
al agreement to enact a settlement
jointly, she will not make a separate
agreement. Consequently the two pow-
ers may yet conclude it necessary to
disregard President Castro’s qualified
offers and present an: ultimatum to Ven-
ezuela. The German cruisers Amazon,
Ariadne and Niobe continue fitting out
at Kiel for a prolonged absence.. The
view in naval quarters is that the
cruisers will be sent to the West Indies,
irrespective of the K Venezuelan plans.
Hence it is believecd they will sail, even
though President Castrgnmay yield. It
is understood that the squadron will
touch at the Azores and thence go to
St. Thomas, where it will receive Com-
modore Scheder's instructions. This is
the commodore’s first command ocom-
prising action beyond roatine sea duty.
Be is reputed to be a cool, sensible man,
who will do nothing hastily.

London, Dec. 1.—In view of the ap-
parent misunderstanding that prevails in
some quarters in the United States
with regard to Banker Seligman’s mis-
sion to Washington, the correspondent
of the Associated Press is authorized to
state that there is no desire on the part
of the Venezuela delegation that the
‘United States ehould offer any guaran-
tee whatsoever. No such suggestion
has been made on its behalf, nor is
that idea palatable to the interests
which set the present movement on foot,
There was no further motive in the
matter than wns stated in previous des-
patches from London, viz., to acquaint
the Washington autherities of the &ug-
gested plan of settlement, so that in
case any European power in the mean-
time took aggressive measures the State
Department would be in possession of
information_regarding Veneruela’s in-
tentions. From private information
obtained. it appears that non-official
representations with a view to securing
i the moral support of the United States
in ench a contingency, are making fav-
; orable progress.

Paris. Dec. 1.—An official despatch
from Caracas, Venezuela, affirms the
despateh from Caracas announcing that
‘President Castro has appointed Gen.
Antonio Voluntine to- be minister of
Venezvela at Paris. This iz understond
to be due to the deeire of Venezuela to
avert fnrther complications with Eur-
ope. The French minister to Venezue-
la will shortly rroceed to his post, thus
re-establishing diplomatic relations Jong
interrupted between the two countries.
