VII reflegts very little credit upon
the church of Rome or that most
unfortunate Pontiff. Clement was
not as unwilling to grant Henry a
divorce as Father Dixon would
have us believe.: The truth is, he
was between two fi he had to
reckon with and conciliate another
powerful monarch besides Henry.

Ne Temere decree is a MODIFICA-
TION of alaw already existing,
made by the councii of Trent, in
the early day of the Protestant
Reformation. It has been promul-
gated in some countries and. not
in others; at one time and not at
another; and that it has no effect
where it is not promulgated. "What
of the pretended infallibility of a
church which ean m this way
modify and change its decrees;
which can promulgate them or
hold them 1n retentis; and which,
by dispeusation, can suspend or
set aside its rules gs policy may
deem desirable. - Why, as Father
Dixon no doubt deeply deplores,
