LoxDoN, Aug. 13.—If ‘you care for the
true inwardness of this Home Rule busi-
ness you will do well now and then to take
a'look at what goes on in Dublin as well as
at Westminster. The Parnellite conven-
tion held in Dublin last Wednesday is from
this point of view full of instruction and,
from any point of view, of entertainment.
It is true the Parneilites are, as ocom-.
pared with the anti-Parncllites, ina min
ority at Westminster. It is true they have
the Irish Roman Catholic pricsts against
them and are, therefore, for the present
in & minority in Ireland ‘itself.  But
Iappréhend that these nine or ten Parnell-
ite members of Parliament do, nevertheless,

express on certain poiats the true feeling of
vhe whole Nationalist party. ' They can ex-
press it more freely because they run less
risk of compromising the English ministry
with the English people, or of putting ;the
Ministers in a minority in the House on
some critical vote. They have on more
occasions than one taken the lead of the
whole Nationalist wing and forced the anti-
Parnellites to follow them. The stronger
section cannot afford to be outbid in vio-
lence by the weaker, for they have an Irish

pubdlic. opinion to deai with, animated, as

t. Dillon said, in a moment of frankness,
by an unchanging passion of hatred to
England. For these and other reasons it is
that Mr. Redmond and his associates some-
times fling prudence to the winds and dis-
close to an admiring public what is really
passing in their minds.

It is not final, say
Mr. Redmond and the Diblin convention,
No measure will be accepted as final
which does not embody Mr. - Par-
nell’s minimum. What was Mr. Parneil’s
minimum? An Irish Parliament with full
powers over Irish affairs, inclnding the land
question, and subject only to the veto of
the Crown on the advice of an Irish Exe-
cutive, itself dependent on the Irish Par-
liament, with full control also of the judges,
magistrates and constabulary. Every one
of these conditions is absent from Mr. Glad-
store’s bill.

Degrading Petty Restrictions,

The convention declares, moreover,
against the ‘“‘degrading and petty restric-
tions by which the new Dublin Legislature
is hampered,” and against the reservation
to the Imperial Parliament of power over
Irish taxes, and ‘‘over so many other in-
terests of paramount importance in the de-
velopment of the Irish nation. That is a
revolt:"against all the ‘safegnards” by
which, illusory as they are, Mr. Gladstone
seeks to reconcile the English people to the
creation of anindependentiegislature for Ire-
land. Thepprotest withequal vigoragainst the
reduction of the number of Irish represen-
tatives at - Westminster. They stigmatize
the whole Gladstonian scheme as contain-
ing little beyond the mere association of the
principle to Home Rule to commend it to
the Irish Nationalists.  Finally they
solemuly proclaim that no settlement of
the national question cam be satisfactory
solongas a single Irish political prisoner
languishes in on English jail. = “Poli-
tical  prisoner”  is- the accepted
Irish * eaphemism for the convicted
dynamiters and assassins whom the Home
Becretary has, with more than equal

* solemnity, pledged himself and Mr. Glad-
stone’s Government never to let loose,
Mr, Gladstone and the Parnellites at
Variance,

On all these points, therefore, and for all
these various and vital reasons, Mr, Glad-
stone and the Parnellities are at variance.
Their views and their respective .positions
sre contradictory, hostile .end stetally
irreconcilable. Ii the anti-Parnellites were
equally outspoken it would be found that
on many, 1f not cn all these points they
agreed with the Parnellites. The two Irish
wings agree on one point. They will
take what they can get, one wing
avowing that they take it as an instalment
only, and the other wing maintaining a dis-
creet silence; that, it is hoped, may hood-
wink the English public. Thus is a mea-
sure offered to Ireland which one speaker
at the Dublin convention openly denounced
as “an insult and fraud on the Irish peo-
ple.”

The Report Stage,

Portions of the Home Raule Bill have been
debated over again this week on the report
stage—a stage which Mr. Gladstone
handsomely described as intended to
give a second ' opportunity for con-
sidering matters decided in committee,
Notable among the points newly discussed
is the ninth clause providing for the reten-
tion of  eighty members at Westminster.
Mr. Macartney moved to omit that clause.
The motion gave Mr. Gladstone am oppor-
tunity of explaining, if he could, why he
broke his Manchester pledge. The ex-
planation, if 1t can be so called, is the old
ene. The opinion of the country in 1886
and of the House of Commons now
had condemned vhe exclusion of the
Irish members. Their exclusion was
pnever & ‘‘vital condition” of Home
Rule. It was only an * orgamic
debate.” Therefore Mr. Gladstone aban-
doned his original view and adopted the
prevailing view. . The bill must be passed
in some shape. The Home Rule goal had
to be reached, even over a pathway strewn
with the fragments of principles once pro-
fessed and with braken promises.

Broken Pledges.

“I am taunted with having deviated from
my original purpose,” said Mr. Gladstone.

Ob, no! He was taunted with having
given at Manchester in 1886 and with
having violated in 1893 in the House,a pub-
lic, emphatic and most -solemn pledge that
he would not be a party to giving
Ireland a legislature of ‘her own,
und at the same time having Irish members
in London acting and voting on English |
and Scotch business. This is what ' he
promised the people of England he would
not do and that is what he has now done.
The promise is not denied. = The binding
force of it is not denied. The breaki of
it is not denied. Mr. Macartney made the
charge in the House, as Mr. Chambetlain
had made it before, that this, like other
violated obligations, was an obligation of
honor. *‘We intend,” said Mr. Gladstone,
speaking = for himself and his col-
leagues, ‘‘to rest under these impu-
tations.”

MR. GLADSTONE’S TACTICS.

He Will Strengthen Himael? for the Bome
Rule Fight by Passing Other
Measures.

LoxpoN, Aug. 13.—The determination
of the Parnellites to vote for the third
reading of the Home Rule Bill removed
'the possibility of a hitch in the last stage,
Mr. Giadstone caleulates the bill will leave
the House of Commous on Friday fortnight.
The first measure to be taken up will be
the Employers’ Liability bill and then the
Equalization of Rates bill. The Gov-
ernment will score on both these measures,
which will ' prove the sincerity 'of its
promises of legislation for the working
classes. Any opposition on these measures
will only damage  Conservative chances in
the urban districts in the event of disso-
lution, while the rural electors will be im.-
mensely influenced by the parish councils
bill, which will follow the rates bill, and on
which the Government expects to secure
the second resding before Christmas.

The Centre Party.

That the strained relations between par-
ties in the House of Commons, which cul-
minated in the recént fracas, have not im-
proved is shown by the fact that owing to
a trifling difference regarding an arrange-
ment for pairs the Treasury whips again
refuse to provide ‘pairs for ' Liberal-Union-
ists. The Opposition whips in retaliation
have determintd to refuse paits for Nation-
alists. A new party is being formed in the
House _ consisting of Moderate Conserva-
tives and Liberal-Unionists, who propose to
act independently of official Unionist
leaders and to constitute a check on ex-
travagances of bath Unionist and Radical
extremists. The party will be styled the
‘*‘Centre Party,” aud a nucleus of about 20
members has already been formed. They
