A CROWDED HOUSE.

It i# a Jong time since public feel-
ing and public indignation have been
stirred up in municipal matters to
Peuch an extent as they have been
over the seizure of property at ﬂw
W. G. & R. Co’» factory, to satisfy
a claim for taxes, which are in dis-
pute between the company and the
town, The sound, common sense of
our citizens, and their desire for a
just and liberal policy
manuflacturing concerns,
ed,

toward our
has prevail-
the above motion being carried
unanimously and with’' three rousing
cheers for the motion and Mr. Wiil-
iams, at a Board-of Trade and citi-
Zetw meeting in the Council Chamber
on Fridany eveming. The room was
Jammed  with residents and it was
soon evident that they were deter-
mined to put down their foot in dis-
approval of the recent action.

The vice-president, Mr. R. Smyth,
presided, and announced the meet-
ing to be one of inquiry. to find out
wio had resurrected the preseat af-
fair, who had kndwledge of it, and
wiho had cauwsed the writ to be is-
sued at this time,

Secretary Sime then read the re-
port of a similar meeting held in
1899, when a mdtion was passed
urging the remission of the amount
in dispute, which was done.

Mr. Smyth noted that in June of
last year, the W.G. & R. Co. agreed,
in a letter to Council, to pay 4
full amount if the Council would
agree to refund the amount as on
the previous cecasion, The Council
had seen it not to answer the jet-
ter,

Mapor Eden Heard.

Mr. F. Rohleder suggested that
Mayor Eden be heard. Mr. Eden said
he was as much surprised as anyone
when he heard on Thursday afterncon
in the Record office that a distress
warrant had been issved, as he
knew nothing of such a step up to
that time. Last year the gquestion
was under digcussion and a recou-
wendation from the Board of Trade
was dealt with; the Town Council,
by a majority, remitting the
taxes on personalty, amounting to
$247.50. At that time the law was
changed making it not possible for
a Council to exempt a, concern from
taxes on personalty, and this ques-
tion will come up each year till Jan.
1, 1903. Soon after the first instal-
ment was due in 1900, the Company
said they were willing to pay the
whole amount on personalty if the
Council would refund all but the
school tax. ‘The letter was read in

Committee. He was abscut from the
Finande committee meeting, but a
report came from them to Council
advising, under solicitor’'s advice,
that no action be taken op the mat-
ter. This was a very vague expres-
sion of what the Finance conlmittee
wanted done. It was passed throagh
Council and could be takep to mean
either that no action befaken on the
Compaay's letter -or -that no action
be taken in the matter of collecting.
He let it lay dormant, as he knew
what an eruption would be created
if the matter was stirred up, and he
felt that the question belonged to a
new Council. Collector’ Master ask-
ed him for an interpretation of the
report and he said he did not know
what. it meant and suggested that
Master go to the Coancil for an opin-
lon. At the meeting of Council the
Council’s opinion was asked for and
the tax oollector was instructed to,
proceed with collection of
School tax arrearages, “and all oth-
er taxes properly due.”

That was the Jist he heard of the
WSG. & R. taxes wntil Thursday af-
ternoon. Only ome other distress
warrant was issued alfter Dec. 14,
that on  the goods of W. Powley
When he asvertained that this war-
rant had been lswued he went to the
City Hall to find out the cause of
the warrant. It looked to him ag
thoigh there was spite work in it.
Coliector Master told him that no
one had instructéed him to proceed
and no one was behind the scene. He
took this step because the time was
up, and Mr, Williame had refused to
pay it. Spedker asked why action
had not been postponed, and Master
said he waited one day longer tham
required; and that he was acting on
Solicitor's advice and thought no
more of this firm than of anyone else
who refused to pay taxes.
