the unavoidgble bills to be met out of
eyery Saturdgy night's pay. While
wages may bp thirty or forty per cent
higher, necessary expenses are fifl.y and
a hundred per cent greater then in
most parts of Nova Scotia, and®the
balance of the household account is as
likely in New England as in Noya
Scotia to be on the wrang side.

Too many of those who ought to be
the hope of Nova Scotia are here wast-
ing their brains and muscle ip accu-
mulating wealth not their own; and
after live, ten, or fifteen years service
under the foreign flag, find themselves
no nearer the goal of independence
than they were at starting, With de-
clining years, diminished strength and
straitened resources, they have nothing
to look upon but the bare exXistence
that has passed away forever. They
build, but not for themselves. Manage
the affairs of households of which they
aye not members, while in Nova Scotia
Jess laborious industry would in the
same time have presented them with
some accumulation of resources. - Me-
chanics in Nova Seotia are often to be
found residing jn their own houses,
but in the gentrgs of industry to which
ibey resort here, such cases are scarce-
ly ever met with, tor the reasons given
that living expenses can hardly be
kept within the limjts of income. As
to farmer’'s boys leaving broad acrés of
fertile and but half-tijled land, to pro-
secute doubtful fortunes in this coun-
thy, theirs is surely the mgddest of all
madness. They  eannot rpalize what
they are doing,, Doubtless many are
attracted by the great prospects they
read about, and “good times’ proclaim
ed through the -columns of the press.
They rysh off, they hardly know where
or what for. A few hours of coal
calculation of facts and figures would
dispel from many a young man's mind
the illusive fancies that are apt to be
generated there by one-sided informa-
tion gathered: from private correspon-
dence as well as from newspapers.
The ‘true inwardness’ of the ~cuse
would be revealed to him, and he
would probably conclude to settle
down and work out a subsistence for
himself under circumstances that
would aflord him much greater satis-
faction in the epd than he can hope to
derive from hiring oyt his strength of
muscle and brajp where bhe can never
expect to bea direct participant in the
results of his own labor. There is one
fact jn connegtion with this matter
that is generally lost sight of by the
youth of the Provinces who want to ‘ go
to the States,’” and it is that they are
assigned, almogt without exception, the
rank of servants. And thp high stand-
ard of morals inculcated ip Nova Scotia
homes makes them valuable acqui
sitions, jn this capacity, to American
social life. It may be added, top, that
“servants of servants’ characterigses the
true positiop of alargg number of them.
The American citizen ‘runs’ the basi
ness, and owns the house, the Nova
Scotian is useful as* help’ to do the
work. The young man in N.S. who
goes out to lift up his axe on thick
trees of the wilderness, toils on with
the satisfaction of knowing that the
result of every blow is his own, and is
a blow struck for freedom and indepen-
dence, but here, he must coynt.on two
out of every three strokes af his work
being for his employer. The Nova
Scotian in this country has to contend
against the all prevailing sentiment of
Am_erica for the Americans. An Irish-
mang or a native of the British Provin-
ces is well enough for a subordinate
place, apd while our people are con-
tent to ‘sjt below the salt’ among
foreigners, the only wonder is that our
own couniyry ig not deeper in the mire
of ‘hard times’ than itis. How much
more plucky is the lad who plants him-
self inthe midet of the forest primeval,
in his 'native langd, and hews out a
homestead for himself and his children
aftet him, than to run away to Boston,
Lynn or'Neyada, and be¢ome a money-
making maghing in the hands of some
greedy Yankee corporatjon.
