Canada's Progress.

The progress made by our country dur­
ing the last thirty years cannot be meas­
ured hy any ordinary standard. In 1858, 
when Lord Lytton was Colonial Secretary, 
that great statesman and novelist brought 
into parliament a measure touching the 
government of New Caledonia—now Brit­
ish Columbia,—during the debate on which 
he spoke as follows : “ I do believe the day 
will come, and that many now present may 
live to see it, when a portion, at least, of 
the lands on the other side of the Rocky 
Mountains, being brought into colonization 
and guarded hy free institutions, one direct 
line of railway communication will unite 
the Pacific to the Atlantic.” This predic­
tion of the brilliant novelist-poet was re­
garded by many who heard it, as an “ idle 
dream,” for at that time nearly three thou­
sand miles of unexplored wildernesses 
covering plain and mountains, intervened 
between the most western settlements of 
eastern Canada and the Pacific coast, 
broken only by a single half-breed village 
at Fort Garry—now Winnipeg. Yet this 
dream has been more than realized. Where 
forty years ago roamed tribes of Indians and 
countless herds of buffaloes, are now to be 
found thriving towns, already containing 
from two to thirty thousand inhabitants. 
One of these occupies a site on the Pacific 
coast which was clothed with “ the forest 
primeval” only four or five short years 
ago. We refer to the city of Vancouver, 
which now has a population of 15,000 souls 
and may be considered as a direct product 
of Lord Lytton’s dream. To this may be 
added Port Arthur, with more than 5,(X)U 
souls ; Winnipeg, with 30,000 ; Portage la 
Prairie, with 4,000 ; Brandon, with 4,000 ; 
Calgary, with 4,000 to 5,000, and Regina, 
with 3,000, besides a score of smaller towns 
scattered over the plains and through the 
mountains.

place on Mfcnday between United States 
troops and hostile Indians. The Indians 
were captives and were surrounded by four 
times their number of armed white soldiers. 
They themselves were armed and it was 
the order to give up their arms that brought 
on the conflict. Nobody imagined that 
they would venture to attack their cap- 
tors, or even to refuse to disarm themselves, 
nor can anybody be blamed for not enter­
taining such an imagination. An Indian 
can die or suffer torture very resolutely 
when there is no escape, but he is no more 
disposed lu undergo death or torture than 
a civilized man if he sees any way of et 
cape. He can fight also very bravely, but 
in order to stimulate him to combat he 
commonly needs to see a fighting chance. 
The mad and reckless resistance of the cap­
tives is such an act of war as would have 
been celebrated if it had occurred in civili­
zed warfare, all the more by reason of its 
madness and recklessness. If a party of 
French soldiers twenty years ago had forced 
their captors to massacre then', in order to 
get possession of their weapons, we can im­
agine how act which in that case would 
have been one of heroism would have been 
besung and depainted. It is different with 
the wretched, copper-colored starvelings 
who have just thrown away their lives. 
All the authorities accounts agree that 
these Indians were starved into revolt, al 
though nobody disputes that wc pay enough 
to have them abundantly fed. Either the 
money or the food is stolen in transit by 
rascally agents, or else the food is bought 
and distributed by incompetent agents so 
that the Indians do not get it. In either 
case the fault lies immediately with the In­
terior department, and ultimately with the 
President of the United States."

The London Times commenting on the 
Indian trouble in the United States, says : 
11 The Americans must not be angry if we 
are inclined to suspect that this alarming 
state of things is due greatly to their in­
judicious and inconsiderate management of 
the Indians. The American policy has 
made the Indians what they are."
