Letter from Newfoundland. NOTICE

Mr. Editor:—
As there are u number of Nova Sco­

tians in Newfoundland engaged in the 
lumber woods, i thought it might he 
interesting to your renders in Bridge- 
town ana vicinity to have a statement 
of who they are and what they 
doing. The Uambo district is only* a 
small portion' of the territory covered 
by the operations of the Newfoundland 
Lumber Estates, of which Mr. llarry 
J. Crowe is manager. He is a man 
well spoken and thought of among the 
men in his employ. Mr. Fred Crowe, 
brotherof the manager, is in charge of 
the Uambo district, and Mr. Avard L. 
Anderson, who is well and favorably 
woods manager. Mr. Anderson's work 
known in Bridgetown and St. John, is 
keeps him constantly on the move, as 
the district is some 22 miles in length 
and on which there arc 15 camps run 
by the company and about as many 
contractors. It is not an uncommon 
thing for Mr. Anderson to visit all the 
company's camps and those of the 
largest contractors, in a week. This 
means a lot of travel, a great portion 
of which is very rough ground; but ho 
seems to boar up under it remarkably 
well. To keep the business running is 
no small job, as this means distribu­
tion of. provisions and teams, etc., and 
so far there has scarcely been a hitch.

Mr. Clayton Zwicker is in charge of 
a camp at North Pond. He has 1G 
men under him, all Newfoundlanders 
excepting Abe Medicraft, who is team­
ing. Leander Taylor is also in charge 
of a camp nt the same place;he has 21 
men. Enos Taylor and Harvey Sabeans 
are teaming for nim. Mr. Sabeaffs had 
the misfortune to lose his trunk coiif- 
ing up from N. S., and consequently 
had to purchase extra clothing. Edwin 
Marshall of West Dalhousje, has charge 
of a camp on Mason’s Pond; lie has 19 
men. Charlie Muiso is one of his 
teamsters. Mr. Marshall is sh tjy to 
move to North Pond.

Ernest Dukeshire is in charge of a 
camp at North Pond. He has 21 men, 
and his teamsters are Hugh Cleary, 
Fred Hunt and Sam Farquhar from 
Brookfield, Queens Co. Allen G reen­
ough goes the rounds of the camps 
making yokes. Mr. A. A. Taylor looks 
after the iron Work. His headquarters 
nt present is at Di-pot Camp, which is 
on Upper Gambo Lake. Bert Tiber! 
is driving the tote team from Depot 
Camp to the various camps on North 

"Bill’ Burney from Paradise, 
N. ti., is cook at Depot Camp. Ho 
likes the place very much, and 1 hear 
ho talks of moving his family hero. 
.Joe Taylor arrived back from N. 8. 
and is teaming for John Fennell on 
Mason’s Pond. Next week he is going 
to take charge of a team for his 
brother Leander.

Besides these I have met many Nova 
•Scotians from various parts of the 
province. Some like the place and 
others do not. As fur ns weather is 
concerned it beats anything I ever saw 
in N. S. We have about twenty inches 
of snow, and the log roads are Al. 
No better weather all through Decem­
ber and January could be wished for. 
The Nfld., L. Estates plan to have ten 
million feet in this district, a large 
I>ercentage of which will be No. 1 pine 
of large size. This will be obtained 
chiefly at North Pond. The company 
have four storage dams and seven roll 
dams, and it is next to impossible for 
a drive to be hung up. Their mill is 
at Mint Brook, some three miles from 
Uambo station, and they intend to 
build a new mill down near the sta- j 
tion to saw the logs that are brought 
down the Gambo lakes. The largest 
contractor is Mr. J. H. White, from 
Guyeboro county. He has four camps 
and over eighty men. He has a con­
tract for five million feet. He has a 
number of Nova Scotians working for

OBITUARY.

THOMAS HALL.
The death occured at his home on 

Cliff street, on Wednesday morning at 
4.30 o’clock, of Mr. Thomas Hall, in 
the 75th year of his age, leaving a wid­
ow, formerly Mrs. Abraham Grant, of 
Weymouth, and one son, Prof. J. D. 
Hall, of Dean Academy, Franklin, 
Mass., one daughter, Miss Belle, at 
home, and three step-children, viz.: 
Councillor J. W. Grant, Mrs. H. K. 
Poole, and Miss Margaret Grant. The 
deceased was a native of St. Croix 
Cove, Annapolis Co., but took up his 
abode in Massachusetts aX an_ early 
age, where he carfftxT'on business for a 

-^number ot years under the firm of 
Eaton & Hal', contractors and build­
ers, South Boston. About 1877 he re­
turned to Nova Scotia, and shortly 
after started business in Yarmouth 
under the firm of Chute, Hall & Co., 
organ manufacturers, which continued 
until they were burned oufr- July 1st, 
1822. He was twice married, his first 
wife being Miss Lizzie Whitney, of New- 
buryport, Mass., granddaughter of the 
first Bishop of Massachusetts.

The deceased was very active in mus­
ical circles, teaching both vocal and 
instrumental, being leader at one time 
of Zion Baptist, Wesley and Temple 
choirs.

The funeral services took place this 
noming at 9 o’clock, being conducted 
by Rev. Mr. Price. The remains, ac­
companied by the family, were for­
warded to Weymouth, where interment 
will be made.

(The above obituary is clipped from 
the Yarmouth Telegram of the 12th. 
The deceased was one of a family of 
twelve children, three of whom are 
still living. Jas. H. Hall, County 
Councillor for Ward 4, and Chas. Hall 
of Beaconsfield are brothers, and there 
is also one sister living. The deceased 
was well known in this county in his 
vounger days as a successful and popu­
lar music teacher.) .

—So much ice has not been known 
at Yarmouth in years. The Boston 
did not get away until Thursday morn­
ing, owing to the ice, and the steamer 
LaTour, due there on Wednesday after­
noon, did not arrive until Thursday. 
At Barrington the Gertrude M. had 
her propeller broken by tEe ice and 
had to be towed to Yarmouth. Her 
lobster freight was forwarded by train 
to avoid delay. At Port Maitland it 
is said that great sea walls of ice 
have formed on the beach, some of them 
fifty feet high, while the wharves are 
coated with ice several feet thick. It 
is considered a remarkable sight never 
known before, and numbers of people 
are driving out to view the place. It 
has been a most unusually severe win­
ter.

There will be a volley ball match be­
tween two teams selected from the busi­
ness men’s class; also a club race, a 
pass ball race, and a game of lodge 
boll.

—There is a bill now before the 
Legislature at Halifax supposed to 
be Intended for the better protection 
and preservation of the forests. It 
is at best a half hearted measure, 
likely to be ot little service and to 
stand In tlie way ol good and useful 
legislation along tlie same line. It 
bears the stamp of tlie weak feature 
common to many of the acts of our 
provincial government. The act of 
itself is not operative until the sev­
eral County Councils step in and pro­
vide the means where-with it may lie 
operated. It provides lor a salaried 
official, however, who will be a 
figure-head and draw ids salary 
whether he" is ol any further lienefit 
or not. This Is a subject to which 
intelligent men on both sides of 
politics, in this part of the province, 
have given much study and atten­
tion during the past lmll-dozeu yearr, 
and it la needless to say that the 
present bill comes iar below their 
ideal as a method ol forest protec­
tion. The meanest feature of tlds 
proposed law is that it presupposes 
that the province and its people 
have no interest in the timber lands 
owned by private individuals or in­
corporations. /T&Jt possible that in 
this enlightened day tlie Parliament 
of Nova Scotia can adopt a law 
based Oil suelt a misguided theory? 
It is true that whatever direct pro­
fits may arise from tlie lumber trade 
go into the pockets of the owners of 
the timber limits, but they have also 
to run tlie risk of meeting with a 
loss instead of a profit. In carrying 

that operation, however, they 
are giving employment to thousands 
of men. Is the preservation of tlie 
forests of greater moment to the em­
ployer than it is to tlie employed?

Again, it has been clearly demon­
strated, if demonstration is worth 
anything, that tlie loss of the forests 
has a serious effect on the climatic

on

conditions of the country. Will the 
loss thus entailed fall on tlie owners 
of the timber lands alone? It. must 
also be remembered that it is not 
only the commercial timber that is 
destroyed by these devastating fires. 
Tlie wood that provides fuel for the 
great mass oi tlie people goes with 
it, and again it is the people as a 
whole who suffer. Tlie people of 
thin province havet Interest
InJJie jtfëatu*y“ttoii of forests owned 
oy individuals, or firms carrying on 
lumbering operations, as they have 
in those still under the direct control 
of the government. In fact, the for­
mer are of greater value, as it is only 
when they are operated that they 
confer their full benefit on the in­
dustry- and prosperity of the pro­
vince. These operations, however, 
whether on lands owned by the pub­
lic or by' private individuals, should 
l>e regulated so as to preserve the 
forest. Officers should be appointed 
to see that proper care Is taken to­
ward this end, not only in guarding 
against fires, but by exercising due 
care in cutting trees for timber, and 
the province should pay them and 
see that they do their duty'. In re­
gard to the sections that are Incap­
able of reproducing forests from the 
soil, having l>een burned away, we 
l>elieve that the percentage of 
land in Nova Scotia on which trees 
will not grow, could the fires once l>e 
prevented, is very small. On tlie 
most devastated areas dwarf spruce 
soon start up, and the only reason 
that they do not increase is that, by 
the time they have enjoyed some 
three or four years growth they arc 
swept by another fire and must be­
gin their growth again from the 
ashes. This matter of reforestrati on 
is one that need give this country no 
uneasiness. If the members of the 
Forestry Association have ever been 
owners of a mountain pasture, they 
know that the great struggle is not 
to get trees to grow, but to prevent 
them from taking possession. If 
they have tramped the mountain 
wilderness of Nova Scotia, they know 
that one of the trees that will crop 
up everywhere and grow where there 
is a shadow of a chance is the hardy 
spruce.
want? The wilderness portions of 
this province should, in course of 
years, become a carefully guarded 
plantation of forest trees. It is to 
the people of Western Nova Scotia 
an interest as great as is that of 
agriculture, and demands the most 
liberal treatment and the most pro­
gressive legislation that the genius 
of the day can devise. The proposi­
tions that tlie timber limits now 
owned by private individuals or 
firms are of no particular interest to 
others than their owners, that they 
are tieyond the care of the govern­
ment, and that tlie owners should 
pay the cost of their protection, nre 
fallacies, and any scheme of forest 
protection'based on them must be 
argely a failure. There is another 

phase* of this subject that we will 
not disv.s « to-day, but would like to 
ask the question: Why did not the 
part’s a interested, who have studied 
this question, advance the scheme 
that they admit and believe to l>e of 
th • best interest to the conntry, in­
et ?ad of a make-shift that is likely to 
be of little use.
