HE proposed erection, at Quebec, of a monument ‘o
‘ General Richard Montgomery, has arousel a good deal
of controversy in the Canadian press.

The Women’s Canadian Historical Society of Toronto passed:
a resolution whick has been sent to the press throug:}xo'ut
Cuarada, accompanied by a strong protest, against the erec-
tion of the proposed monument. A lady helonging to the
Society sent a copy of the resolution and e protest to-
Mr. John Reade, of the Montreal Glazette, aud wrote as
follows to explain the position taken by the Society on this
-question of real importance : »

“Tam sending you a copy of a resolution passed at the
last meeting of our society on the report of an * international
monument proposed to be erected, in t+ public square at
Quebee, to general Montgomery ”. .The fecling is very strong
against it, both men and women treating the idea as prepos-

-terous—so much so that many will scarcely credit that the
promoters have any ground for supposing such an 2¢t would
be cousidered by the Grovernment for 2 moment.
