In other words, if you have produce
that costs 50c per day to produce it,
and you sell -it for 40c, how long will
it be before you mortgage your farm?
+But 1 want to kKeep up home indus-
tey,* you say. Ahem! When the grocer
wants potatoes, beans or cabbage, does

he philanthropleally muse over kKeeping

telephone and calls up a dealer, glves his
order and pays the cash. Remember
this, when he buys anything of an out-
of-town cuncern, he pays cash. When
he buys of you, he pays in trade. When
he tells you that you should deal with
him angd keep up home trade, remember
that your business is to look out for
your own affalre, not his. 1f he will
give you as Mmuch for your produce ay
vou would get In an open miarket, and
gell as gond quallty of goodg as you
could buy for the same price elsewhere,
patronlize bhim. If not. good business
sense would s’y “go elsewhere.” Isn't
s better to co-operate in buying and
selling than to pay such U heavy tax
to your merchant for transacting your
business for you? Isn't it wiser to go
into somc organization itke the grange,
where the state commitice has made
trade arrangements with firms and
deals with them?  Isn't it bet-
B ter business to  transact your own
business than to pay somcone elsc a
larger commission bath ways for doing
it for you? What I8 the first consider-
ation of & merchant when he buys
NB roods, to get the best artlele possidle,
cr the one that pays the largest profit?
