He
says unless the settlers are protected from
thess outrages it will be impossiblo for
them to remain upon their ¢laims.

Volunteers are cautioned against wearing
military overcoats in the winter, as the mili*
tary authorities are dotermined to put a
stop to the practice by proceeding against
the offenders in the courts. As the regula*
tions prescribo a fing of $20 for the offence,
thoso inclined to violate them hnd better
think twice befere doing so.

A tolegram to l{on, F, Fortin, deted Hali
fax, 22nd, says : *News received from one
of the Mugdalen Islands fleet, announces
that six vessels bavo been lost, and only
geventeen men saved out of sixty. The
greatest fears are entertained with regard to
the starvation of the inhabitants of the is-
lands, unless immediate sssistaucs be sont.

ted at the L'Islet, and the Valiltiz is sup-
posad to be ashore at Gaose Island.

1'ho nnnual report of General Sherman,
after stating geographical limits of yarious
commands, says :—The aggregate sirength
of thoe line of tho army, according to last
reports recaived, is 1,540 officers and 24,031
enlisted men mnado up as follows : five
regiments of Artuillery, 2i0 officers and 2,504
mon; ten regimeats of Cavalry, 422 officers
and 7,206 men; twonty five regiments of
Infantry, 848 officers and 11,000 men. Avail:

and file {from every State in the Union, the
purpose being to show to the world, by a
grand impressive demonstration, tho fagt
that tho men who tvere in arms agawst each
other & few years ago nre now united in celo
brating the one huudredth birthday of their
country, and aro inspired by the spirt of
putriotism and feelingof common nationality.
