-c3olute natinoaliste,’ and to prove his pretensious 1o
‘Lo title he joined Smith O’Brien at I‘sallmgnrry, and
\cted s his aide-de-camp at the siege of Farran-
-ory farin-house, where the rebeilion of ‘48 begao’
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against. the temporary fortress of Sub.Taspector
Trant, it haviog beea found by Smith O'Brien that
the followérs who were with him in the cabbage gar-
dan, sheltered by the barn from the fire of the police
in the dwelling-house, were either ton few or tao
faint-hearted to make a delerinined assaulson the
garrison, the leader sent Stephens to ascertain ifa
aumber of men, who were also sheltered from the
constabularly firein a hollow at the other side of the
premises were willing to fight. In carrying out
these instructions, the nide-de-camp incautiously got
within range of the garrison fire, and received a ball
in the back of the thigh which brought bim to the
ground, and terminated his campaigning for that oc-
casion. He contrived to creep aloag to a diteh till
be got from under fire, and was then removed and
concealed by the peasan‘ry while under treatment
for his wound, When sulficiently recovered to think
of attempting to escape out of the country, it was
given out ag a‘® blind' that he bad died. It was

bim a8 a female naturally occurred to those aiaing
bis flight : and in the character of lady’s maid, he
accompanied & rather respectrble female on board &
veasel at Cork, and in the sume capacity passed from
the Dover steamer safely into France, where, having
rem+ined for some time, he weat to America.~—In
the latter country he ucited himself with the Fenians
and hu3 been several times gince in Ireland, under
various fictitious names, ss an eanvoy from the Ame-
rican to the Irish branch of the ¢ Brotherhood' He
wasg at least once in Kilkenoy for a couple of days a
vear or two eince, but he contrived to baflle the po-
iice, who had information of his vieit, and kepta
close Jook out for him. Itis obrious, from the pro-
clamnation, that the Governmeht is iz full possession
of sufficient documentary evidedence of his ireason-
able practices ip this couutry as a Fenian agent from
America.—]rish paper.

Yet it is a facs,
which I hava ascertained on uudoubted autbority,
that Hayes died two months after the wurder, in
consequence of & wound which he inflicted on him-
seif when making his escape from the house where
be kiiled Mr. Braddell. Two men baving seized
him by the arms, he drew a secoad pistol from his
pocket and flied ut ons of his assailunts, but the
shot took effect on bis own arm near the shoulder,
ghattering the muscles and arteries and causing
such loss of blood that he died in coosequence. A
parish priest, wbo had personal and official know-
ledge of bis death, lately revealed the fuctio a Ro
man Cstholic magistrate, from whom I have receiv
ed the iutelligence, on which, I beheve, perfect re-
liance may be placed. The concenlmeant of it for so
long u vime, and tie effectusl bafBing of the police
by the peagantry, notwithstanding their extraordi-
nary exertions to bring the crimipal to justice, are
sugpgestive facts. Haj es was a miserable, wrinkled
old man, about 70 yearsof age.— Times' Correspon-

Earn RosseLr's Views v 1863.—We take from
the Britieh parlismentary papers for 1863 the follow-
ing despatch written by Earl Russell to Lord Lyoss,
whick we suppose to be that which Mr. Adams, in
bis * confidential note’ of lsst September, recalls to
memory ag ‘an oflicially published despatch’ visiting
with the severity of your but too * weighty censure’
the Proclamati,n of Emancipation, which bas *the
warmeat sympathies of the people of these king-
doms’ :—

Foreign Office, January 17, 1863,
My Lord :

The Prcelamation of the President of the United
States, inclosed in your Lordship’s dispatch of the
2nd instant, appears to be of a very Strange nature.

It professes to emancipate all slaves in places
where the Upited States’ authorities canaot exercise
any jurisdiction nor make emancipation a reality,
but it does not decree emancipation of slaves in any
States or part of States occupied by Tederal troops,
and subject to the United States’ jurisdiction, and
where, therefore, emancipation, if decreed, might
have been carried into effect. .

It would seem to follow that in the Border States,
and also in New Orleans, a slave owner may re-
cover his fugitive slave by the ordinary process of
law ; but that in the ten States in which the Pro-
clamation decrees emancipation a fugitive slave ar-
rested by legal warrant may resist, and his resist-
ance, if successfal, is to be upheld and aided by the
United State3s’ auothorities and the United States,
armed forces.

The Proclamation, therefore, makes slavery at
once legal and illegal, and makes slaves either
punishable for runoing away from their masters, or
entitled to be supported and eucouraged in doing
go, nccording to the locality of the plantation to
whico they belong and ths layalty of the State in
which they may bhappen to be.

There seems to be no declaration adverse to s'a-
very in the Proclamation. It is a messure of war,
and a measure of war of & very questionable kind.
Ag President Lincoln bas twice appeuzled to the
judgment of mankind in big Proclamation, I venture
to aay { do not think it can or ought to satisfy the
friends of abolition, who look for impartial {reedom
for the slave, and not for vengeance on the slave
ownger.

and citizens in the Uoited States. Here and there
we cac still pick un 8 few raffish hangers-on ia the
Isrge towns, but the genuine Irish soldier—the man
who fought in the Peninsula, Affghanistan, the
Pupjsaub, the Crimea; and duriog the :ndian mutiay
—13 nomore to be had in the Jabour market, for
be has betaken himself and his troubles to a land
where the poorest man who hag industry and energy
can get on. In the highlunde of Scotland it is still
worse. The whole country there is divided into
gheep farms, and the iuhabitants have made way for
the animals that graze over the mountains Through-
out the Scottish Lowlands agricultural iabour is oo
well paid in the country, and workmen in teo great
demand in the towns, for the rocrui ing sergeant to
bave any chance, exeept of picking up’bere and chere
e giray waif of humanity 1hat seldom does him mush
credit. In Eogland it is much the same, nnd reports
from all parts of the country agree in stating that it
is b2coming daily more difficuls to procure the num-
ber of men wanted by our urmy, even in these piping
times of peace, unless the most indiflerent that offer
are accepted. What we should do in the event of a
war it i3 imposssible even to surmise. The old sl
diers 1o our army are men who could hardly be sur-
passed in excelience; but when these die out,
or take their diecharge, how are we to replnce
them ¥

The remedy suggested isto open toevery well-
bebaved man who eaters the ranks, sud who, after o
time, is competent to pass cer.ain examinations, the
praspect of 8 commission with future audvancement,
This would lead 10 » clazss asking for ndmission into
the ranks very dillerent to those now antrapped by
the recruitiog sergeant and bis fables, Instead of
ihe service having to scck for recruis, ns at prezent,
recruits would seek the service Of course the sys-
tem of buying, selling, and marketing ia commissions
would have to be abolished, nnd though this will
be violeatly opposed, iv must come eventually,

The Fenians mey be very pumerous, powerful,
and formidable persons, but even under the terror of
their menacing presence we do think that some little
attention to principles sanctioned by the British
Counstitution ought to be paid by the Irish Govern-
ment.  Are the proceedings now going on in Ireland
—the proceedings, we mean, of the palics authorities
—legal or illegal ? IF they are legal it can only be
hecause law in lrelend js ludicrously unhike Jaw in
England. This i3, of course admi tediy tue g2 to
some extent. We in England are not supposed 1o be
favored with what is culled a Treason Felony Act.
But even the exceptional provisious of that piece of
basty legslation do not seem to us to cuver the fan-
tastic performuoces now going on in Dublin and
Cork. e do not profess to know the precise pro
visions of the Treason Feloay Act, but we presume
the Act requires some sori of evidenve, some manner
of relationship betweeu the charge made and the
conduct proved. Much of the evidence on which
men are now dai’y cummiited v3 Fenians in Ireland
would be rejected as impertinence by any Boglish
magistrate. Letters are put in addressed by sowe-
body to somebody else, and the detective produces
them deposes that he has no doub: some utterly com-
monplace phrases in thew are disguiced Feoinnism,
and the somebody else who is guilty of baving the
letters addressed to him i3 committed for trinl
straightway as a Fenian, and murched off to prison.
Some document i3 produced in which allusion is
made, let u3 say, to zn undiscovered or unknown
Ralferty ; and u police constable deposes that he
rather suspects Ralferty means Mullignn who i3 at
preseut under arrest in handeufls, and off goes Mul-
ligan to goal, formally committed for trial, A Mr.
O Brennuo, editor of & Conuvaught paper, i3 arrested
because of un urticle published in his journal, He
is taken out of his bed 10 Tuam, brought to Dublin,
and commitied for trial.  We have read the article
(which Mr. O'Brennan avers he never wrote, bat for
whicb, us registred proprietor and editor, be is held
responsible), and it assuredly is & very foulish, bom-
bagtic productivg, full of tigh fluwn vonsenge about
the sncient glories of Irelsud, and the general op-
pressiveness of Lhe Saxon. But 30 far a3 we can un-
derstand its prodigious eloguence, it seems to be an
ariicle wiitlen to warn Irishwen against any present
attempt at rebejlion. It decidedly protests ugainae,
the * stupendous calamity’ of uny such movement not
certain of Success, aud denounces soy Irish Fenian
who has tuken an oath to any secret organisation. —
A disloyal article wu understand it 1o be, for it can-
didly owus a desire to see Ireland free of the Saxon
and his Government; and a very turgid and sjily
article it decidediy is. But unless it be treason to
tell the Irish Feniaus not to *rise,’ we positively fail
to discover anything treasonsble init, The nolice
who arrested O Breunan produced in court a quantity
of manuscripts fuund in bis house, which the hapless
editor declures were letters * offered for publication
bue not inserted.’ Is it possible the Crowa prosecu-
tor re lly meurna 1o offer papers of this kind as evi
dence! One of the heaviest charges against Bacon
is that he made guch use of nn unpublished munu-
seript; and we are all fumiliar with the memorable
case of Wilkes aad the ma: uacript of his easny, —
Really we trust that the Dublin authorities are not
about to imitute these disreputuble and sinister pre-
cedenta. Tue Journal of St. Petersburg, we perceive
hns already & hit at the proceedivgs of the Irish
Executive, and reminds us of ull the bursh things we
used to say 1wo years ago about arrests and incar-
cerations fn Warsuw, Tbe hit comes quite naturally
from such & quarter, and we only wish we conld
think iv wholly undesorved. No matter how absurd,
how ingane, how guilty the Fenians may be, yet we
cannot help saying that many of the proceed-
ings of the suthorities iu Ireland are abso-
lutely unjostifiable—a mere seaudal. To assume
that & twopenny rebellion liks that jately plaoned in
Ireland cannot bs put dowa withoat & gudden sus.
pension of civilised law, ig simply 0 ipsult and do-
grade our whole governing system.

Scorcn Sameata Monantty.—Although Scotland
ig in a ferment on the subjecy of Sunduy traveiling,
it would seem that the town councitlors of Edinburgh
are almost unaoimously of opinion thntthe day of
rest may righteously be made a day of jullilicution.
At the meetiog of the town council un Tuesday last,
Mr. Hope moved ¢ that this council resolve that in
future oo portion of the city funds be spent in drink
or food for behoof of members of the council orothers
either beiween sermans or at any other hour of the
S:bbath. Mr. Hope explained *that his reason for
makiog this motion was, that whilst he wua out of
town an account cume up and wus passed by a na-
joruy of the council, from which it appeared that
upwards of £13 had been spent on luocheon on
Subbaths between sermons. He thought it was not
fitting for the council to endoree thig proceeding, for
he had sevn most unbecoming scenes upon such oce
cagions in passiog from the counncil chamber through
the roow where these Sunday orpies were celebrated,
aad be thought the practice should not continue to be
followed.! During tbe stormy discussion which fol-
lowed, Ballie Alexander said * he was sure Mr, Hope's
objectious to thegse Supday jollifications at the public
expense were not ‘homologated by the publie,’ and,
on divigion, that gentlemen’s motion was lost, the
votes beiog twenty-five to three. Itis probabie
therefore that, from conscientious motives, none of
the town couccil of Edinburgh will travel by rail-
way next Sunday, and that a large majority of them
will, as usual, get ‘ fou' at the public expense * be.
tween sermons.’

Proresrant Meerizg oF LaTTer DAy Saixts.—
Oa Sunday, the halt yearly conference of the * suints’
of the London districts was held at the Music Hall,
Store Street, Tottenham-court-road, There was
thronghout the day a cumerous attendance.

The President introduced several of the apostles

who had recently left the ! palace of the wountuing.’
Among them were Brethren Warcen, Leooard, Rice,
Brown, &c. Each expressed the pleasure be felt in
thus meeting with su winy of the ‘snints' engaged
in the latter-day work.’ Though the conference
wos small as compnred to conferences held in the
Holy Uity ut the Salt Lake, still they were forci-
bly reminded at such a meeting of their mountain
home.

Brother Kemble, from the Cleltenham district, and
Brethrey Bariow, Hales, an@ Wrighe. from Scotland,
nddressed the assembly, One testified to the difli-
culty be encountered by his unbelieving relatinna.
They would not believe in Joseph Smith nor Brig-
bam Young. They, the apostles, were /8 8o many
firemen who were engaged in resening the jumates
ot this world from the doum which awrited them if
they peraisted in refusing to listen to the voice and
to vbey the prophecies of the fnithfal,

Biighum Young, in addiessing the ‘saints,’ im-
plored tbem 0 give heed to the words of heeven-
sent teachers. He felt great plesanre in beholding
the faces of go many who, like himself, had vowed
obedience to God's commands and acknowledged
His truth on the earth.

This
was a time thes for the * citizens of Zion' to be firm
and waschful aud united.

suce ina very virulent form. Twelve cnses have
occurred, out of which tive have died ; oneof the five
however, bas not died from cholera but from other
cauges A saciary inspector from the Privy Council
bas been dowa to the neighbourhoad, avud has heen
materinlly assisted in his luvestigarions by Dr. Clegg
and the other medieal gentlemen of the district, His
repory will, of conrse, be given in to the Board of
Health. It appears thai a farmor residiog at Thoy-
dot bid been down to Weymouth fur ehange of air,
and while thero had nn attack of Asiatic cholers,
from which he got better, and returned home on Sus-
day, the 24th ot September.  Ou the fullowing Tues-
day his wife was taken ill with an attack of choler#: -
and confined to her bed.  Oun the following Saturday
one of the litilc girls was nttucked with the game
disesse, and died in abouteight hours. On the snme
night & boy who slept in anoutkouss on the premisce
waa gimilarly attacked, but he recovered. On Mon-
day night Dc. M'Nab, sen. oue of physicians whe
attended oa the patients, was attacked with the com-
plaint, nnd io & few bours succumoed to its virulence
Un the Tuesdey following another daughter of the
farmers’ was ottacked, but she iy ow recovering.
On Wednesduy the bouse:uaid was attacked, but re-
covered Un Friday tbe farmer himsell was again
tnken il], and sv severa wag the uttack that he died
in nbout ten hours. OUn the same night a labourer
on the farm was tnken ill and died on the tollowiog
Saturdny. }e wss removed 1o bis cotinge close to
Epping previous to his death, sud Mra. Saville, who
luid him gul, was subsequently attacked with cholers
and died yesterday. ‘Tua lady of the house got over
the nttuck upon her, but when she'found her husband
wag dead sbe refused 1o take food or anything that
wus necessury to sustain her io her thea acbilitated
gtute, This cuse, therefore, could ot be said to bea
denth from Asiatic cholera. The mother of this
lady was severely attaucked, and alibough she is 87
years of age 18 still battliag against the malady.
The whole of these cases seem tv Lave originated in
one house, und to bave spread a little in the neigh-
bourhuott ; but from the judicious arrangements that
have been made by the magistrates of the district,nt
the suggestion of the medicsl gentlemen who have
been concerned in these cages, it ig hoped that the
disensn i3 0a the wane no aew cuse having oecurred
since Suaday last.— Glube.

UNITED STATES.

New York, October 30th.—Tho members of the
Feniau Sennte continued their sessious to-day.

o guarantee of ita success.

New Yonuk, Oct. 31.—The Express prints tbe fol-
lowing : —=The Havaoon steamer at thiz® port thie
p m, bring3 the confirmntory news of the uprising
of the negroes in Jamaica against the whites. Her
Majesty's Corsul at this port, it is said, i3 in receipt
of despatches of the utmost importance. Many re-
volting murdera had been perpetrated by the ne-
groes. A white magistrate had been shockingly
matilated - his fingers and to¢s eut off, ¢nd then’
murdered him, safter which & negro woman ripped
open his bowels. The mutiny waa spreadiog vapidly
at last accounts, and the greatest alarm prevailed-
smong the whites.

An odd scene ig gaid to have occurred at Barpum's
Museum. A lecturer employed there baving been -
notified that his services could be dispensed with,
seized the opportunity of his last public appearance
to give tbe astonished audience some information
not usually promnlgated from the platform. - He
stated that the dwart on exhibitior was & mers haby ;-
that the Circaesian female was born in Brooklyn
and spoke English in private ; and made other inter-
esting disclosures of a similar character as to other
features of the Museum.
