as far as corner of Parthenais and Mary-Ann streets, they
also go as far west as Vietoria square instead of turning
at Craig street.

Laid on the table.

9 —The question of rates: charged by the Canadian
Northern for the earrying of freight being considered, the
traders of Longue-Pointe ward, who were present ab the
meeting, ccmplained of the fact that excessive rales were
charged for freight.

Mr. Guy Tombs admitted that these complaints were well
founded, and explained to the Committee that the, over-
charging complained of, is due to the fact that the Gana-
dian Northern has to deal with several companies for the
transportation which it cannot effeet owing to the lack of
sidings.

After discussion, Mr. Tombs declared that the Company
he represents will do its utmost to purchase the land re-
quired for said sidings. In the mean time, he will en-
deavor to obtain from the other companies inlerested their
cooperation for the reduction of said charges.
