3.—The said Messrs. Hudon, Hébert & Co. shall be liable
for all damages which may be occasioned to any person or
property by reason of the laving, maintenance, repair or use
of the said pipe. And shall be held to indemnify and hold
harmless the City against any suit instituted, judgment ren-
dered or claim recognized as well founded against the City
including for the reasons above mentioned.

4.—The said Messrs. Hudon, Hébert & Co. shall conform
to the provisions of any by-law which the City Council may
pass in the future imposing a rental for the use of the said
street in which said pipe is to be laid.

5.—In the event of it becoming necessary to have alter-
ations made to the said pipe either on account of the con-
struction of a system of underground conduits or on account
of any underground work ordered or approved by the City,
the said alterations shall be executed by the said Messrs.
Hudon, Hébert & Co., at their own expense and to the sa-
tisfaction of the City Surveyor.

6.—The said Messrs. Hudon, Hébert & Co. shall deposit
the sum required by the City Surveyor to guarantee the
restoration of the pavement over the cut.

7—The said Messrs. Hudon, Hébert & Co. shall pay’ the
wages of an_inspector to be appointed by the City to super-
vise the work. :

8 —The present permission is granted temporaly and the
caid pipe shall be removed by Messrs. Hudon, Hébert & Co.
at their own expense, whenever the City Council may deem
it advisable to order its removal. And furthermore that a
notarial deed be prep.ared accordingly and that His Worship
the Mayor and the City Clerk be authorized to sign the same
on behalf of the City.
