ARTICLE 5

Pré vileges and immunities

1 . The Organization shall have legal personality. It shall in particular have thecapacity to contract, acquire and dispose of movable and immovable property and toinstitute legal proceedîngs.
2. The status, privileges and immunities of the Organization in the territory ofthe United Kingdom shall continue to be governed by the Headquarters Agreementbetween the Government of the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ire-land and the International Sugar Organization signed at London on 29 May 1969.
3. If the seat of the Organization is moved to a country which is as a Member ofthe Organization, that Member shahl, as soon as possible, conclude with the Organi-zatîon an agreement to be approved by the Council relating to the status, privilegesand immunities of the Organization, of its Executive Director, its staff and expertsand of representatives of Members while in that country for the purpose of exercisingtheir functions.

4. Unless any other taxation arrangements are implemented under the agree-ment envisaged in paragraph 3 of this article and pending the conclusion of thatagreement, the new host Member shahl:
(a) grant exemption from taxation on the remuneration paid by the Organiza-tion to its employees, except that such exemption need flot apply to its ownnationals; and
(b) grant exemption from taxation on the assets, income and other property of

the Organization.

5. If the seat of the Organization is to be moved to a country which is not aMember of the Organization, the Council shail, before that moire, obtain a writtenassurance from the Government of that country
(a) that it shall, as soon as possible, conclude with the Organization an agree-ment as described in paragraph 3 of this article; and
(b) that, pending the conclusion of such an agreement, it shall grant theexemptions provided for in paragraph 4 of this article.
6. The Council shall endeavour to conclude the agreement described in para-graph 3 of this article with the Government of the country to wbich the seat of theOrganization is to be moire before transferring the seat.

ARTICLE 6
Change of status

A Member may change its category of membership on such terms and condi-tions as the Council may establish in consultation with the Member concerned. Inthe case of an importing Member changing to the category of an exporting Member,the Council shall also, by special vote, determine the basic export tonnage or exportentitiement of that Member, which shall be deemed te be listed in annex I or annexI1, as appropriate.
