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TRADE AE=AD

1. The Parties shail assiat their respective business enterprises in respect of co-operation
and joint ventures in manufacturing and processing for export. to third counitries in
their mutual înterest.

2. With respect to articles and samples imported for display at a fair or exhibition, the
laws and regulations of the country where such fair or exhibition is held sh" govern:

(a) any exemption from customs duties or other similar charges; and

(b) any entry of the articles or samples into thc commerce of the importing
country.

3. I accordance with applicable laws and regulations in force in the territory of cach
Party, each Party sh" facilitate thc freedom of transit, via the established routes most
convenient for internatioal trarnt, of products of thc other Party across lUs territory.
Products in transit across the territory of a Party that are not released from customs
ontrol and bave tn enraid into the commerc of sush Party "hi flot b. subject to
any unnecessary delays or restrictions and sha be exempt from ail duties, taxes and
other charges, except charges for transportation, administrative expenses or services
rendeaied ma relation to transit

4. With respect te all charges, regulations and formalities appicable to products In
transit, ecd Party shail accord te products of the other Party in transit acrosa its
tcrritory btreatent no lem favourable than die treatmcnt accorded to products of any
third country in transit acroas its teritory.

5. Bach Party shaU accord ta thc products of die other Party, which hmv been in transit
across the tcrritory of any third country and have not been released from customs
control or entered into the commerce of such third country, treatmnent no less
favourable than that which would have been accorded te such products had they been
transported from their place of origin te dxeir destination widxout going acroas the
territory of such third country.

6. For greater certainty, nothing in paragrahs 3 te 5 prevents a Party from tkIdng
measures applicable te products of third counitries in transit acrosa its territory.
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1. Each Party undertakes that if it establishes or maintains a state enterprise, wherever
located, or grants te any enterprise, formally or in cffcct, exclusive or speclal
privileges, such enterprise shall, in its purchases or sales involving either imports or
exports, act in a manner consistent with the gencral principles of non-discriminatory
treatment prescribed in titis Agreement for governmental measures affecting imports
or exports by private traders. To this end, sudi enterprises shail make any such
purchases or sales solely in accordance with commercial considerations including
price, quality, availability, marketability, transportation and other conditions of
purchase or sale, and shall afford the enterprises of the other Party adequate
