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They shall be given adequate food, clothing, shelter, and the medîcal
attention required for their state of health. They shall be allowed to exchange
post cards and letters with f amilies and receive parcels.

(b) Ail Vietnamnese civilian personnel captured and detained in South
Vietnam shahl be treated huxnanely at ail times, and in accordance
with international practice.

They shall be protected against aIl violence to life and person, in particu-
lar against murder in any form, mutilation, torture and cruel treatment, and
outrages against personal dignity. The detaining parties shail flot deny or
delay their return for any reason, including the fact that captured persons
may, on any grounds, have been prosecuted or sentenced. These persons shahl
flot be forced to join the armed forces of the detaining party.

They shall be given adequate food, clothing, shelter, and the medical
attention required for their state of health. They shall be allowed to exchange
post cards and letters with their families and receive parcels.

ARTICLE 9'

(a) To contribute to improving the living conditions of the captured
nilitary personnel of the parties and foreign civilians of the parties,

the parties shall, within fifteen days after the cease-fire cornes into
effect, agree upon the designation of two or more national Red Cross
societies to visit ail places where captured military personnel and
foreign civiliarns are held.

(b) To contribute to improving the living conditions of the captured and
